Discussion: Fonts are a troublesome aspect of CGM interchange. In a typical usage scenario, a CGM is created on one computer system using a specific font and viewed or printed on another that doesn't have the font. For example, the same CGM file may be used in a Windows, Unix, Linux and Java environment, with an accordingly different set of available system fonts. Although WebCGM requires that FONT PROPERTIES be included, its effective use can be complex. Solutions involving embedded fonts (SVG-like) encounter issues of size, complexity, and intellectual property rights. Many current viewers have implemented font mapping mechanisms (e.g., font-substitution files). Font mapping would mitigate the problem for relatively little (new) implementation effort.
