· Q: What is the SOA Reference Model?

· A: The SOA reference model is a framework for understanding significant relationships among the entities in a service oriented environment, and for the development of consistent standards or specifications supporting that environment.  The SOA reference model is based on a small number of unifying concepts and may be used as a basis for education and explaining standards to a non-specialist.

Q: How does the SOA RM relate to the pattern concept?

A: SOA RM IS A PATTERN!

Q: How does “infrastructure” fit into the reference model?

A: The reference model’s purpose is to act as a guide for those designing an SOA infrastructure.

Q: Does the SOA reference model require definition of core infrastructure?

A: No.

Q: What is a service?

A: A service is a contractually defined behavior that can be implemented and provided by a component for use by any component solely based on the contract.

Q: What is advertising?

A: Service must somehow communicate its service descriptions in a manner that is accessible to potential consumers.  

Q: What is discovery?

A: A potential consumer obtains information about the existence of a service and its applicable parameters / terms.  Discovery does not constitute authorization to execute against the service.

Q: What does specification of services mean?

A: Technical parameters, constraints, policies that come together to define terms of invocation.
