In addition, the CollaborationProtocolAgreement element has a REQUIRED version attribute. This attribute indicates the version of the CPA. Its purpose is to provide versioning capabilities for an instance of a CPA as it undergoes negotiation between the two parties. The version attribute SHOULD also be used to provide versioning capability for a CPA that has been deployed and then modified. The value of the version attribute SHOULD be a string representation of a numeric value such as "1.0" or "2.3". The value of the version string SHOULD be changed with each change made to the CPA document both during negotiation and after it has been deployed. 

NOTE:  The method to synchronize MSHes during the period in which a change in version is to take effect, and when the same cpaid is being used in earlier and later agreements, is not here specified. Implementations are cautioned that they may wish to avoid this situation by changing cpaid values when actually deploying a new CPA. Then messages will fall clearly under one or another of the configurations that have been deployed.
