Dale announced that a statement from OASIS about IBM’s May 30 clarification was available. 

Dale asked whether the minutes from the May 29 meeting could be approved as amended by James Clark, and they were approved.

Karl Best reviewed the statement and OASIS assessment for the group.

Arijit expressed reservations about the language concerning essential reciprocity and derivative works.

Tony F. expressed his view that clarifications had helped, but ideally he would like to see the license application process improved, possibly by being eliminated (that is, a default license would be issued, valid for implementers of CPPA).

Kartha expressed some reservations about the language concerning essential reciprocity, but noted that improvements had occurred..
