Proposal for “partyid-type URN Specification Version 0.1”

Dear CPPA Technical Committee members :
 JEITA/EDI-Center (Japan Electronics and Information Technology Industries Association EDI-Center: http://edi.jeita.or.jp/english/index-e.html) is conducting the experiment for practical use of ebXML. 

 Implementing ebXML CPPA specification, we have one problem concerning the “type” attribute in “PartyId” element.
 In “partyid-type URN Specification Version 0.1”, following example is shown: 
<tp:PartyId tp:type=" urn:oasis:names:tc:ebxml-cppa:partyid-type:duns">123456789</tp:PartyId>

But, “DUNS” is only nickname and its formal name is “Data Universal Numbering System” or “D-U-N-S number” . A character string of “DUNS” is not described in ICD list. (Please look at ICD list: http://www.edira.org/download/icd-list.pdf ).
JEITA/EDI-Center will employ “Standard Company Code” which registered ISO6523 ICD 0147 . This code also have nickname “CII”, but this nickname is not described in ICD list.
So, we propose a method to generate value of the “type” attribute from information described in ICD list.
1. If a nickname or an abbreviated name is described in the item titled “Name of Coding System” of ICD list, the “type” attribute may contain a nickname or an abbreviated name instead of a formal name.
2. If a nickname or an abbreviated name is not described in ICD list, the “type” attribute should contain the string which transformed from “Name of Coding System” into camel-case.

Example:

     Name of Coding System: “Data Universal Numbering System”
     Transformed Camel-case: “DataUniversalNumberingSystem”
3. To avoid collision of formal name (or nickname or abbreviated name) between different identification systems, ICD value should be attached behind a name.  
Example A (Using formal name):

tp:type=" urn:oasis:names:tc:ebxml-cppa:partyid-type:DataUnivaersalNumberingSystem:0060"
Example B (Using abbreviated name):

tp:type=" urn:oasis:names:tc:ebxml-cppa:partyid-type:D-U-N-SNumber:0060"
Note: “0060” is ICD value of D-U-N-S Number.
