The main item of business was finishing discussion on
http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/ebxml-cppa-comment/200403/msg00002.html
In the SenderNonRepudiation and also ReceiverNonRepudiation elements,

there is a difference between  the Document and the schema :

The Document says that the SenderNonRepudiation has a REQUIRED

SignatureAlgorithm element, and the in the schema  the

SignatureAlgorithm has maxOccurs="unbounded". 

It's the same thing for the ReceiverNonRepudiation element.

Thanks for your opinion about this difference.

It was agreed that clarification was useful, and that we would add information about why “unbounded” was allowed in a CPP (to indicate a range of support algorithms). No change is needed in the schema. And it remains true that the SignatureAlgorith element is required in the sense that minOccurs=”1”. Language for a proposed additional errata entry is to be posted to the list by the next meeting.
Sacha asked for the history of having just one schema for CPP and for CPA, and recollections emerged, hopefully accurate.

The Negotiation meeting was deferred until May 28. Neither Kartha nor Marty were present today (both had commitments for the meeting).

Monica noted that a generalization of our approach to Negotiation, especially made available through WSDLs was of interest to other parties.
