October 11th meeting report

The meeting went OK and there were good questions. The main interest from GS1 on ebXML messaging was addressed by the presentation from Ian and Jacques, mainly on the Pull feature of ebMS3. Remaining questions were on security of the Pull feature which is one of the features we still need to get right.  The issue has always been around how we make the full functionality flexible and secure in order to make people confident that it will work.  There is a conflict in that people want a zero-cost security and there is an overhead to provide the level of security expected.  We can give a high-level of security but the time and management costs in the hub-spoke arrangement will be significant.

The presentation was very well received but we anticipate that GS1 is not going to be satisfied with our answers to the security issue.

We have not been in touch with GS1 after the meeting and will give them a call. GS1 has a face-to-face meeting next week so we are expecting them to come back to us early next month.
We should have a draft update for them by the end of the month.

Was there any indication that that there may be other technologies of interest to them? There was discussion about certificate exchange message in AS2 as well as profiles. They do not have enough interest yet in business process and are focused on messaging.
Do we see a need for choreography? Their interest in RFID may drive some complexity beyond simple messages late on.

Next steps: We should send them an update on what was presented. We will query them for any interest in a new presentation

Discussion of ETSI opportunities:

Two years ago there was a test by 6 EBMS vendors organized by ETSI (ETSI was initially focused on telecommunications, but now expands into eBusiness testing). There is new funding for additional EBMS testing and are asking us all to participate. There was a conversation with the organizers who are trying to get more people involved and to plan the next event. It was suggested to make the event more of a vertical industry event where participants have consensus on their protocols and messages. There should be more than one community involved in the event with 4 or 5 companies from each community ready to test the newest technology. The plan is to include business process modeling and scripting, ebpp, as well as, cpa, so we have a proof of concept within each domain. We see an opportunity for something much bigger than what took place in 2004, a big promotional event in Europe. ETSI facilities allow it to scale up to more than 70 people. The event is planned for one year from now, fall of 2007.  The EU funding must be used before spring 2008.  
ETSI expressed interest in some form of cooperation with OASIS.

Pim mentioned that for now OASIS and ETSI are working on a M.O.U., has no more details.

Jacques will put together a rough overview of what the event could be in the next couple of weeks. Planning is in its very early stage, the event format is still open, as are the user communities to be invited.
Other items:

Monica reported that they are working on v2.4 and it is currently with OASIS staff for setting up the ballot. Kathryn reported that the Profile for OWL for reg/rep is also with OASIS staff for setting up for public review.
