Network – functions and tasks
We want to establish an operational network that can handle the following tasks: 

· Development of national and international standards 

· EPR as a methodology standard 

· Related Technology standard(s) that provide realization of the methodology standard 

· Sector standards (health/care, building/construction, local governmental applications etc) 

· Develop technology/techniques based on OASIS Business-Centric Methodology (BCM) in realization of eprXML 

· Develop areas of application services. In the first phase development of the 2 pilots currently underway (Home healthcare delivery and e-office for building and construction administration).   

· Provide core competence, advice and assistance in restructuring and innovation for the governmental sector 

· Build proven technology competence and lessons learned 

· Support Governmental Regions wanting to participate in the serious and systematic testing and evaluation of service applications.  Using the results as drivers for effective governmental restructuring and innovation. At this stage healthcare services along with e-office in building and construction services will be prioritized

In the first phase the development and testing of the two pilots will be prioritized. However all other tasks will start as fast as our funding and resources permit. 
Networking related to eprXML & application services 

The following is an overview of the participants contributing to the realization of eprXML and the application services at this current stage – i.e. focusing on the 2 pilots. We encourage and appreciate more participants in related areas.  We are soliciting involvement from more governments in these efforts. The EPR-forum will have a major role supporting the technology in the standard and the development of the core EPR components. 

OASIS/BCM 

The OASIS BCM-committee looks upon eprXML as an important enabler of implementing service oriented integration of applications based on the BCM ontology. Members of the BCM TC are already actively developing ”templates” and artifacts for areas of interest. 
UniK 

The Research foundation UniK (Universitetsstudiene på Kjeller) will have a major role in the development and administration of the EPR basic technology. 
Network related to e-Government (Profor)
The following gives an overview of the actors that have committed to participation in the planning and implementation of the innovation program “Profor” – Local Governments in Norway.  (Other potential participants are local and regional governments , organisations and ministries such as KS,  e-Norge, IKT-Norge, Abelia, Norstella, Norges Eksportråd)   

Glåmdalsregionen (Regional Government) 

Local Governments(counties) in the Glåmdal region have been the origin for both the service principle systemizing of the EPR and ProFor content. These counties do also want to be the test field pioneers of the pilots. This encompasses both the functionality and reorganization along with how the users experience the way of working digitally. 
e-Government programs in UK, Denmark and Romania 

e-Gov participants has expressed interest in the pilot regarding, 

· sharing work during the sector standardization work
· exchange experiences doing innovation and reorganization of governmental sector
Especially relating to the Romanian situation regarding transfer of experience to other similar Eastern European countries.
Before the end of this year we will declare how this collaboration will work. This means different roles, tasks and responsibility. 
OASIS e-Government 

OASIS eGov TC facilitation of organizing co-operation and work focused on the development of technology enabling use of e-business in Governments. The committee has found eprXML/BCM  of special interest to integrate services and want a closer cooperation.

UNIK institutions   
The plan is to build a Competence centre along with a competence network for the innovation program Profor” situated at Unik/Kjeller. The centre will have its own legal unit with a physical center and local departments to regions participating in the innovation program. The topic content of the competence center will be based on contribution from Høgskolen i Akershus (University), UniK and other institutions in Norway and abroad. The center will give Profor support and offer students knowledge through the universities in the regions. The UNIK institutions will be a driving force giving Profor technological expertise and important reference. 
Standard Norway 

From 1. of November this year all standard organizations in Norway were gathered under a unified umbrella called ”Standard Norge”. Standard Norway has the responsibility of the EPR methodology standard and potensial sector standards.
