e-Governement Project

Business Processes Modelling and Business Transactions Class Diagrams for the e-Government standardisation

1. Objectives

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of the project is to create Business Processes Models and Business class diagrams for documenting business scenarios and business transactions involved in public services and democratic processes for the e-Government.

1.2 Scope

Define the public services and democratic processes for e-Government.
According to the i-2010 program, electronic public procurement including Identity management is the first domain to be investigated.  Then the scope will be extended to civil status management and legal data.  Depending on future strategies other domains will be under consideration.

In order to achieve the development of electronic administrative forms, providing tools in the areas of Business Process Modelling and Core Components methodologies is also studied.
The projects deal with administration, private sectors and citizens at national, regional and local level including cross-border issues.
2. Deliverables

The deliverables from the projects related to Public Procurement, Civil status, Elections and Legal data domains are:

· A catalogue of Business Processes Models using UML covering the full cycle of each domain process;

· The class diagrams of the business transactions for the creation of the XML schemas;

· ASBIEs, ABIEs, BBIEs, and CCs (if necessary), based on the UN/CEFACT Core Components Technical Specification. 
3. Functional Expertise of Membership

The project team is a group of experts with broad knowledge in the areas of e-Government environment from the perspective of the government and citizen.

4. Focus

The focus is global and worldwide within the functional area of the e-Government.

5. Statement of resource requirements
Resources required are business user experts with a broad knowledge in the area of e-Government, from the perspective of the government and citizen. Modelling expertise is also required within the group.  Up to now, France is requesting the creation of the e-Gov TBG.
The representatives are project leader and business experts from e-Government; the initiative of creating the e-Gov TBG comes from ADAE.
The project does not require any additional resources from the UN/ECE secretariat.
Initial submission:

In France, ADAE (Agency for the Development of Electronic Administration) is the agency for Information and Communication Technologies in Public Services.  ADAE is an interministerial department under the aegis of the Prime Minister, available to the Minister for State Reform.

ADAE promotes the development of information systems designed to modernise the working of the administration and provide a better response to the needs of the public. It contributes to promoting and coordinating initiatives, handles their monitoring and provides their evaluation.
The ADAE works in close cooperation with the representatives of the ministries, local authorities, public bodies, users, business and experts.
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
