Electronic Court Filing XML 1.1 Specification

Test Criteria for Interoperability Testing
These test criteria supplement, and should be read in conjunction with, the Specification Testing Recommendations, version 4, dated July 17, 2002, adopted by the Electronic Court Filing Technical Committee.  

Before being advanced to Recommended Standard status, the Electronic Court Filing 1.1 specification must meet these requirements:
As set forth in the Specification Testing Recommendations, two independent interoperability tests involving at least three OASIS members.
1.  The tests, together, must demonstrate interoperability between
A.  More than one Electronic Filing Service Provider (such as a commercial  or court-provided EFSP or a filer) to a single Electronic Filing Manager (commercial or court-provided EFM) and
B.  A single Electronic Filling Service Provider (such as a commercial  or court-provided EFSP or a filer) to more than one Electronic Filing Manager (commercial or court-provided EFM).
2.  At least three different vendors or courts must be involved in the two tests.  The second interoperability test may include a single participant from the first interoperability test, including court, vendor, EFSP software, or EFM software from the first interoperability test.  

3. The specification must be tested in courts in more than one state. 

4.  Both tests must show that document BLOBs were received electronically by the court and added to a court’s automated system, and that XML data passed with the documents was successfully parsed, validated, and loaded into the court production or test case management system by the EFM software.  For purposes of satisfying this requirement, the filings can be completed to a test case.  The following must be demonstrated:

     a.   BLOB
i. BLOB integrity for a nonXML document

ii. BLOB integrity for an XML document

b. Metadata

i. Case metadata integrity.  At least one test case must have at least 4 parties and 4 attorneys.
ii. Document and attachment metadata integrity.
c. More than one lead document and more than one attachment successfully transmitted in a single envelope in a single case.
d. In each test, at least one transaction must include a document that initiates a case with the court.

5. A report to the co-chairs of the OASIS Legal XML Member Section Electronic Court Filing Technical Committee is required from the implementers of the system—vendor or court—explaining how they implemented the standard to complete the test.  Reports will be required for each participating EFP and EFM, a minimum of four reports.  Reports should describe the site’s methodology and experience in developing and implementing the system, descriptions of existing systems used and new systems developed, particular problems encountered, types of documents and cases used for the test, how many and what kind of transactions were tested, data extensions to the DTD that were required, and lessons learned.
6. Confirmation of the completion of the test is required from the clerk or administrator of the court that received the filings.  This may be accomplished by her or his signature on the report described above.
