Proposed Las Vegas face to face meeting agenda

Decision Made

The members present voted unanimously to accept the report of the “Needs Resolution” Working Group, with one change.  The words “Plain English” in the definition of scarsMarksTattoosText (Item 14) will be changed to “Narrative.”  The recommended changes will be incorporated into ECF 3.01 for the January 2007 release.  Robin Gibson and Tom Carlson will transmit the new definitions and other recommendations in the report to the XSTF for its consideration.

Discussion

The members present discussed the report of the “Needs Resolution” Working Group.  Gary Graham questioned the use of the term “English” in the definition of scarsMarksTatoosText (Item 14 in the Working Group report); the use of that term suggests that ECF 3.01 is limited to English language documents.  The group decided to change the words “Plain English descriptions” to “Narrative descriptions.”  With that change, on motion of Robin Gibson and second of Don Bergeron, the members present accepted the report with the understanding that the recommended changes will be incorporated into ECF 3.01 for the January 2007 release and that Robin Gibson and Tom Carlson will transmit the new definitions and other recommendations in the report to the XSTF for its consideration.

Rex McElrath and Dr. Laurence Leff reported on the status of a “problem statement” on the issue of presenting free text and sequence indicators.  The document has not yet been prepared.  Both agreed that it does not appear that any change will be needed in ECF 3.01 for this purpose.  They will prepare their report for discussion during the Las Vegas face to face meeting.

The group reviewed the other assignments made during the NYC face to face meeting:

Mark Ladd was not present to report on the status of the use case for expanding ECF 3.01 to include property records.

-
Jim Harris and Roger Winters reported on the status of the Outreach Subcommittee’s work.  The group has prepared a first draft of a TC Communications Plan.  They will refine the document for discussion during the Las Vegas face to face meeting.  Jim and Roger will prepare a shorter charter document for approval on KAVI prior to the Las Vegas meeting.

Rex McElrath suggested that ECF 3.01 can accommodate multiple versions of the same document by adding a documentRelation element to the document metadata.  This element would contain information that a related document is an alternative form of the lead document.  Don Bergeron asked that we be careful in our use of terminology; “version” and “alternative form” have different meanings.  The former implies that a later submission replaces an earlier submission; the latter implies that the second submission does not replace, but rather duplicates, the earlier submission.  Shane Durham and George Knecht asked that the change to the ECF specification result in an explicit, rather than implied, definition of a filing as an alternative form of another filing.  Rex will confer further with George, Shane and Jim Cabral and submit a proposed solution to the list by November 29th.

Jim Cabral emailed John Greacen that he needs further information from Maricopa County and Lexis Nexis on the schema validation problems they encountered in their implementations of ECF 3.0.  George and Shane will provide more information.  

-
Rex McElrath has a list of additional elements needed for child support cases.  He will present them formally to the list by November 29th.  
-
Jim Cabral emailed John Greacen with his proposals for inclusion of the GJXDM judicialOfficerBarNumber element and a client ID number.  John Greacen forwarded Jim’s email to the list.  Jim’s proposals will be discussed during the Las Vegas face to face meeting.

Jim Cabral’s email stated that he needs help from Maricopa County to develop more and more realistic schema instance examples.

-
Shane Durham has posted a proposal for an expanded code structure representation needed within Court Filing Policy.  His proposal will be discussed during the Las Vegas face to face meeting.
-
Shane has also posted a general report on the Lexis Nexis experience using EDF 3.0 for a bulk filing application.  He will make specific recommendations for changes to ECF 3.0 by November 29th for discussion during the Las Vegas face to face meeting.

Scott Came was not present to discuss the status of an indicator for selfRepresentedParty that is different from the absence of an attorney for a party.

-
Robin Gibson has posted ECF 3.01 on the OASIS website but it requires a password for access, making it inaccessible to members of the public.  Dr. Leff explained the solution discovered by the eContracts TC – you cannot use the URL generated when a member accesses the document; rather you have to generate a different URL by logging onto the OASIS website as if you were not a member.  Robin will explore that solution.
The group reviewed the proposed agenda for the Las Vegas meeting.  The agenda was expanded to include a discussion of the Communications Plan developed by the Outreach Subcommittee and a report on implementation assistance provided by MTG on the TC’s behalf.
