Status of our contract with MTG

Tom Clarke reported that the LegalXML Member Section Steering Committee has approved funding to extend the MTG contract to support the TC in completing ECF 3.1 and ECF 4.0.

Decisions concerning ECF 3.1

Jim Cabral reported that he is still awaiting input from Rex McElrath on the mappings for the child support elements and from Tom Clarke on the mapping for a motor vehicle.  

He reported that he has not yet revised the web services profile.  He has roughly a week’s work remaining to complete the revised specification.
