Status and review of 3.1 changes
Jim Cabral walked the TC through the changes that he made in the specification for the 3.1 version.

· There was no dissent with the changes made or the recommendations for several additional requirements to defer to Version 4.0.  The deferred requirements include 1) policy enhancements for hierarchies and content, 2) multiple document support for CourtEvent, 3) remapping of Payments and Receipts to UBL 2.0, and 4) including judgment elements in the core spec.

· Jim also reported that he still needed to complete the MTOM changes to the WS SIP and regenerate all of the links in the spec.

· A decision was made not to regenerate the HTML documentation that accompanied the original domain model (now exchange content model) diagrams.
· The one issue Jim Cabral raised was the scope of the data elements still proposed for addition to the domestic case type messages in support of child support filings.  Tom Clarke agreed to speak with John Greacen about forming another ad hoc group to address this concern.

· A question was asked about the approval process for 3.1.  Tom Clarke said that the process is to host a Kavi vote for the entire TC.
