Status and review of 3.1 changes – Jim Cabral
Arrangements for Albuquerque face-to-face – John Greacen
Status and review of 3.1 changes
Jim Cabral has only received one comment on ECF 3.1 and WSSIP 1.1 – a non-substantive comment from James Cusick.  He led a discussion of two issues associated with ECF 3.1, WSSIP 1.1: 

Treatment of MTOM in WSSIP 1.1

Jim reported that the MTOM standard has been approved by the W3C for some time but that other standards with which it needs to be layered, such as security, have not been approved.  After conferring with Scott Came concerning MTOM’s treatment in the Justice Reference Architecture, he concluded to substitute MTOM for MIME in Web Services Service Interaction Protocol 1.1, with the understanding that users could choose to use WSSIP 1.0 if they preferred to continue to use MIME for any reason, including the lack of maturity of the family of standards supporting MTOM.  

Dr. Leff pointed out that MTOM’s principal advantage lies in reducing the size of the XML associated with an attachment and not the size of the attachment itself, reducing the importance of our adopting MTOM.  Several members expressed their preference not to make any change to WSSIP 1.0 until the standards supporting MTOM are fully mature.  
After considerable discussion, the TC resolved to adopt Jim Cabral’s original recommendation for two reasons:

-
MTOM represents the convergence of MIME and DIME; it will be the ultimate standard of choice; and

-
The Justice Reference Architecture is currently planning to include MTOM; this is a NIEM process which we are committed to respect.

Editorial changes to the ECF 3.01 specification

Roger Winter’s editing of the ECF 3.1 specification included changes to sections of the specification, including changes in terminology, that deal with sections of the specification other than those dealing with changes from ECF 3.01 to ECF 3.1.  John and Tom instructed Jim Cabral to limit the editorial changes to those pertinent to the sections of the specification that are being changed; it is difficult for implementers to cope with changes to terminology not related to changes in the structure or content of the specification.  Roger Winters agreed with this approach, with the understanding that ECF 4.0 will provide an opportunity for more wide-ranging changes in the wording of the specification.

Posting of ECF 3.1 and WSSIP 1.1 on KAVI for TC approval as a committee specification
The TC agreed that the specification and SIP are ready for approval by the TC voting membership.  John Greacen will create a KAVI ballot, which will be left open until July 30th to accommodate members who may be on vacation.
Agenda for Albuquerque face-to-face meeting
Several members made requests for inclusion of items on the agenda of the Albuquerque meeting.  John Greacen will prepare and circulate a draft agenda.
John will also coordinate transportation for the trip to the Greacen ranch on Saturday following the TC meeting.

Plans for the Tampa face-to-face meeting

Robert O’Brien reported that CTC 10 will not adjourn until 5:00 pm on Thursday, October 4th.  The members discussed the advantages of holding our meeting on Thursday evening and all day Friday or all day Friday and Saturday.  The discussion was not conclusive.
Jim Harris will check these options with Robin Gibson to determine the availability of a court conference room on Thursday evening or Saturday and we will resolve the matter at the Albuquerque meeting.
