Decisions Made

George Knecht undertook to post ECF 3.1 and WSSIP 1.1 to the public portion of the OASIS website so that they are publicly available.  He will provide a word document describing the specifications.
Jim Cabral will prepare a patch to fix a problem with the WSDL in the WSSIP 1.1, brought to our attention by Wiznet.  He will also post an errata sheet describing the patch.  George Knecht will include a link to the patch and errata sheet in the word document describing the specifications.  The problem will be fixed in ECF 4.0

We will meet at the Hillsborough County Courthouse in Tampa on Friday, October 5th.

We will not use COSCA and NACM logos on our promotional brochures without the permission of the co-chairs of the Joint Technology Committee.
Discussion

ECF 3.1 Items

Jim Cabral noted that ECF 3.1 has not yet been made available to the public on the OASIS website.  George Knecht agreed to make the appropriate postings.

Jim also noted that Wiznet brought to our attention a problem with the WSDL in WSSIP 1.1.  The group decided not to issue a WSSIP 1.2 release to remedy this problem.  Instead, Jim will prepare a patch for WSSIP 1.1 and fix the problem in conjunction with ECF 4.0.  Jim will also prepare an errata sheet for ECF 3.1 noting the patch.  George Knecht will provide a link to the patch and the errata sheet in the word document describing the ECF 3.1 release.

Status of ECF 4.0 assignments

Brian Hickman acknowledged his responsibility for reviewing the service model in ECF 3.x.
Jim Harris will work with Robert O’Brien and Shane Durham to refine Court Filing Policy for ECF 4.0.

Jim Cabral will follow up with George Knecht to develop an email SIP to be released with ECF 4.0.

At Don Bergeron’s request, John Greacen reviewed the schedule for the ECF 4.0 release:  We will hold face to face meetings devoted to ECF 4.0 and associated SIPs and other artifacts in Tampa in October, in Las Vegas in December, and in Chicago in March 2008.  We expect to release ECF 4.0 shortly following the Chicago meeting.  

Upcoming events
Jim Harris reported that he has secured the judicial conference room of the Hillsborough County Courthouse in downtown Tampa for our face to face meeting on October 5th.
He also reported that our ECF implementers Special Interest Group will be held from 5:00 to 6:00 pm on Wednesday, October 3rd at CTC 10.  He has recruited a number of implementers to attend the session, including Florida, Georgia, Maricopa, New York, Vista, Tybera, and Wiznet.  Don Bergeron will attempt to get a Lexis-Nexis File & Serve representative to attend.

Jim Cabral, John Greacen, and George Knecht will be presenting a CTC10 session on use of national XML standards in real world applications, together with Roger Banner from North Carolina who is using GJXDM for an application to allow local law enforcement to build custom interfaces to the statewide warrant database.  The sessions will be on both Tuesday and Wednesday of CTC 10.

John Greacen will check with Robin Gibson to see if she has arranged for a meeting place for our Las Vegas face to face in December.
