Decisions Made

The group approved the Jim Harris/Jim Cabral recommendation to use the Genericode specification for code lists.  Jim Cabral will define columns and keys for ECF 4.0, calling on Gary Graham for domain expertise if needed.

The group agreed with Gary Graham that the correct element for use by an appellate court to send to a lower court to identify the specific documents in the record on appeal in the appellate court’s database is /reviewed.ReviewedDocument/DocumentDocketID/ID.

Jim Cabral will see if the trial court case number can be used as the basis for receiving case lineage information when the record on appeal is the first document filed in an appeal.
Discussion

Enhanced court filing policy structure 
On December 21, Jim Harris posted a proposal on his and Jim Cabral’s behalf to use the OASIS Genericode specification for code lists in ECF 4.0 Court Filing Policy.  He also posted an example to address the issues raised by Shane Durham.
Jim Cabral explained that the Genericode, by itself, turned out to be relatively easy to use.  There are advantages to using an existing OASIS solution to the problem of creating hierarchies for code lists.  While we are only using part of the Code List Representation Technical Committee specification, that TC contemplates that users of Genericode can later add the context/value association specification (CVA) component currently being completed by the TC.

In a colloquy with Gary Graham, Jim pointed out that ECFTC will have to specify for ECF 4.0 basic columns and keys for the code lists set forth in ECF 3.1, that Genericode will support compound keys (and perhaps that the example created by Jim Harris needs to use that capability), and that Genericode will support multiple indexes for a code table.  The Genericode specification requires that every key be unique; it is not clear whether that uniqueness is enforced in schema.  

Jim Cabral will define the columns and keys for the existing code tables in ECF 3.1, calling upon Gary Graham if he needs domain expertise.

Additional appellate items

Gary Graham looked into what element to use for an appellate court to send to the lower court the identifier of each document in the record on appeal in the appellate court’s database.  Gary concluded that /reviewed.ReviewedDocument/DocumentDocketID/ID is the correct element.  The group accepted that conclusion, subject to Jim Cabral’s verification.
Gary noted that when the record on appeal is the first filing in a new appeal, our model for the appellate case lineage does not work because no “filing case” has yet been created.  Jim Cabral will explore the possibility that the trial court case number can be used in this instance.

Status of the ECF 4.0 specification

Jim Cabral will complete work on the specification during the next four weeks.  He will post a status report on the TC list.

Louisville face to face meeting
Jim Cabral posted information on the location of the March 17-18 meeting, and alternative hotel accommodations.  Robin Gibson noted that the Marriott has a $90 government rate.
ABA TechShow

Both Joe Wheeler and Jim Cabral from MTG will attend the ABA TechShow in Chicago immediately before the Louisville meeting.  Jim Harris had also indicated that he will also attend.  The three of them will contact law firm CMS vendors to inform them of the ECF specifications and to invite them to join in our work.
