Decisions Made

Jim Cabral will complete the work on the ECF 4.0 IEPD.  Adam Angione will complete the editing of the specification.
George Knecht volunteered to be nominated to serve as the TC’s representative to the Member Section Steering Committee.

The Technical Committee will hold a face-to-face meeting in Salt Lake City, Utah on August 18 and 19.  The meeting will focus on planning for the E-Courts presentation and the development of an ECF Quick Start document.

A TC member or members will attend the King County electronic records conference in September or October.

Members will review George Knecht’s draft of a format for the Quick Start document.

Uncompleted tasks from the previous telephone conference call:
George Knecht will obtain Maricopa County’s error codes to serve as the basis for a list of standard error codes.

Jim Harris and John Greacen will review the list of court-provided code lists in the specification and provide the committee with an estimate of the utility and feasibility of developing standard code lists for each.
Discussion

TC representative to the Member Section Steering Committee

Mark Ladd explained the work of the Steering Committee and the time commitment required to serve on it.  George Knecht agreed to be nominated for the position.
ECF 4.0 

Jim Cabral noted that court developers will encounter more complexity working with the NIEM 2.0 release than they had working with the GJXDM releases.  He and Adam both promised to complete their work on ECF 4.0 as quickly as possible. 
Seattle conference

Barbara Miner has told John Greacen that the King County conference is likely to be postponed until September or October of 2008.  The Technical Committee will definitely want to be represented at the conference to take advantage of the opportunity for outreach.
Salt Lake face to face

The membership present concluded that the TC needs to meet in the August time period in order to be prepared for the December E-Courts Conference.  They decided to meet in Salt Lake City on Monday and Tuesday, August 18 and 19.  Ron Bowmaster will provide details for posting on the OASIS website.

Preparation for the E-Courts Conference

Jim Harris will find out whether Jim McMillan at the National Center can wait until after the August face to face for a full description of the participants and contents of our presentation.

Tom Clarke noted that a number of states do not want to implement a multiple vendor efiling solution, because of the added complexity for attorneys.  The TC needs to dispel the perception that multiple vendor implementations are the principal business case for use of the standard.  

The members noted that there are many other reasons for using the standard – several states have developed warrant databases using it, Utah has a number of individual law firms that have developed their own efiling applications using the standard, a number of governmental entities in Arizona, Georgia and Utah are using the standard to interface directly with the court for e-filing.  Gary Graham is developing a statewide portal for document exchange in Arizona using the standard.  It appears that we will have plenty of content for our December session.

George Knecht noted that CJ Allen is now representing the Maricopa County Clerk of Court on the TC.  Either he or George could speak to the Maricopa experience at the E-Courts conference.
