Decisions Made

Although the vote closed after this meeting, George Knecht was elected by a majority of those voting to serve as the TC’s representative to the LegalXML Member Section Steering Committee.

Jim Cabral will revise the structure of ECF 4.0 messages to eliminate the three-part structure of ECF 3.1. 
Gary Graham will insert his proposed appellate business rules as a new section 3.4 of the specification.

The TC members authorized the eNotary TC to borrow any parts of the ECF specification that it wishes to use.

The Technical Committee will hold a face-to-face meeting in Salt Lake City, Utah on August 18 and 19.  The meeting will focus on outreach, on planning for the E-Courts presentation and on the development of an ECF Quick Start document.

A TC member or members will attend the King County electronic records conference – now tentatively set for sometime in October.

Members will review George Knecht’s draft of a partially completed format for the Quick Start document.

Uncompleted tasks from the previous telephone conference call:
George Knecht will provide Jim Cabral with Maricopa County’s error codes to serve as the basis for a list of standard error codes.

Jim Harris and John Greacen will review the list of court-provided code lists in the specification and provide the committee with an estimate of the utility and feasibility of developing standard code lists for each.
John Greacen will provide Jim Cabral with a list of the acceptable codes for “debtor type” from the standard bankruptcy petition.
Discussion

TC representative to the Member Section Steering Committee

George Knecht was leading in the voting for this position at the time of the meeting.  The ballot closed on June 12.  George received a majority of the votes cast.  A majority of the voting members participated in the ballot.
ECF 4.0 

Jim Cabral will attempt to post all but the ECF 4.0 constraint schema to the list today.

He recommended that the TC change fundamentally the structure of ECF messages.  ECF 3.1 messages all have three parts – core, case specific, and court specific messages.  This structure was necessitated by the GJXDM extension mechanism.  ECF was already an extension of the GJXDM and that limited further extensions, requiring the three part message structure.  NIEM’s extension process is much more flexible.  It is no longer necessary to have the three part message structure.  The case type- and court-specific message structures can be folded into the core ECF message.

The members present on the call generally supported Jim’s recommendation and asked him to present the messages in this form for review by the TC.

Gary Graham explained the need to include appellate business rules in the ECF 4.0 specification.  The group agreed with the need to include such rules and that they should be added in a new section 3.4. 
Jim Cabral reported that the eNotary TC has asked to use sections 3.2 and 3.3 of the ECF specification.  The members present authorized the eNotary TC to use any parts of the ECF specification it finds useful.

Seattle conference

Barbara Miner has told John Greacen that the King County conference is likely to be postponed until October of 2008.  The Technical Committee will definitely want to be represented at the conference to take advantage of the opportunity for outreach.
Salt Lake face to face

There will be sufficient member participation to coinfirm that the Salt Lake City face to face will take place as planned on Monday and Tuesday, August 18 and 19.  Ron Bowmaster will provide details for posting on the OASIS website.

Preparation for the E-Courts Conference

Jim McMillan at the National Center has agreed to postpone a final description of our presentation and our presenters at the E-Courts Conference in December until after the August face to face.
Concern about the image of the ECF specification effort
Gary Graham reported that the Arizona AOC is stating that ECF has been a failure because there has not been a successful multi-vendor implementation.  Ron Bowmaster will inquire within CITOC to ascertain whether this misimpression is widespread.  

In fact, the Maricopa County ECF 3.1 implementation is a successful multi-vendor implementation, when you take into account the governmental entities that have created their own interfaces to the court.  There is still only one commercial vendor participating in the implementation.  However, the other vendors’ non-participation is the result of business, not technical, decisions.
This issue will be included in the discussion of outreach at the Salt Lake City face to face in August.

ECF Quick Start

George Knecht has posted a partially completed format for an ECF Quick Start document for consideration by the members prior to the next conference call.
