Decisions Made

The August conference call was cancelled because of its proximity to the Salt Lake City face to face meeting.
Discussion

ECF 4.0 timetable

Jim Cabral, who was not able to be present on the call, provided the following proposed timetable for completing the specification and its artifacts:

1.  Send out the architectural revisions to the core spec

2. Port the constraint generation tool to NIEM (July 14)

3. Complete the IEPD, including constraints (July 21)

4. Finish the SIPs (July 28)
Jim reported to the co-chairs that he has encountered major problems with the NIEM schema generating tools, which has slowed his efforts.  Don Bergeron noted a NIEM conference in Louisville in early August, where these tool issues should be discussed.
Standards process

John Greacen noted his posting concerning the status of our specifications with the COSCA/NACM Joint Technology Committee.  This will be a major subject of discussion in Salt Lake City.

Seattle conference
