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1 Purpose
The purpose of the Maintenance Task Data Task Team (MTDTT) is to specify data required from the Product Development and Logistics Support Analysis activities, in order to produce the “maintenance procedure related” data modules in S1000D. 
Data requirements shall be defined according to ISO 10303:239 Product Life Cycle Support (PLCS) and its related OASIS Data Exchange Specifications (DEX).

The data requirements specification shall also serve as the basis for a CSDB requirements specification on how to store Product and Task data which is then used for the production of both Publications and related Interactive Electronic Technical Publications (IETP) solutions.
The MTDTT is authorized by and reports to the TPSMG.  This group will operate in accordance with the Terms of Reference for Working Groups and Task Teams.
2 Scope of work

The following is within the scope for MTDTT:
· A PLCS-based specification of data required to manage S1000D product structures, including product related Service Bulletins. Essential for this activity is the data required for managing applicability in S1000D. This is the fundamental specification for S1000D as this gives the structure of the product and the applicability tied to the design (normally from a PDM application). Essential is also to ensure that the structure from design fits into the S1000D support/maintenance structure and its applicability model. If necessary it might result in some modifications to the current applicability model in S1000D. These may be introduced in S1000D Issue 4.0. 
A PLCS-based specification of data required to produce S1000D maintenance procedures/information. This specification will define the information needed to be exchanged between an LSAR database and the CSDB. This specification may substitute the current maintenance planning data module type with a new set of structured data. Experience from civil aviation is crucial. 
· Specification for CSDB data storage and configuration control for Product and Task data imported as PLCS data
Specification for CSDB storage of relationships between Product and Task data and related data modules.

Data has to be harmonized with data requested by S3000L.
3 Term of group
The expected results from MTDTT shall be delivered in Dec 2008. 
MTDTT shall work along with the team responsible for the S3000L Data Elements Specification.
4 Deliverables

Results from the MTDTT are:
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DEX001 A&D – An Aerospace and Defence business specific DEX for Product Breakdown for Support. The Aerospace and Defence DEX must be compliant with the OASIS standard DEX001 ‘Product Breakdown for Support’. This A&D business specific DEX must contain all product related data required for the production of maintenance procedure data modules in S1000D and its related IETP. Essential for this activity is the data required for managing applicability in S1000D, and product related Service Bulletins.

DEX003 A&D – An Aerospace and Defence business specific DEX for Task Specification. The Aerospace and Defence DEX must be compliant with the OASIS standard DEX003 ‘Task Specification’. This A&D business specific DEX must contain all task related data required for the production of maintenance procedure data modules in S1000D.
Note

A result from the DEX3 development might also be a substitute mechanism for delivering maintenance planning information as a data pack instead of a "traditional publication".

· Specification for CSDB data storage and configuration control for Product and Task data imported as PLCS data.
Specification for CSDB storage of relationships between imported Product and Task data and its related data modules.
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
