	A RIM Slot can have n values, but each value has a maximum length. Diego has tweaked the JAXR provider to keep the value order, but that is not according to standard. Need to have the capability of specifying RIM Slot value order (i.e. to represent RIM Slot values as an ordered collection).

	Treatment of UML
	Is the registry is expected to "reach in" to the UML model and extract the attributes that are defined in CCTS Section 7, and take action on them (by registering the UML model with those attribute values assigned to the RIM metadata as appropriate)?. Or, is everything that we need external to the UML model?
	Everything we need is external to the UML model – i.e. required metadata will be provided with SubmitObjectsRequest message. It is highly likely that there will be duplication of information between the SubmitObjectsRequest message and the UML model itself, but that is of no consequence for us.
