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1. Face-to-Face meeting:

Next face to face will be October 31st – November 2nd.  We will ask John Evdermon at Vitria first if they would like to host the face-to-face, since they offered to host the meeting that was cancelled.  Other offers for hosting came from Joel Munter at Intel in Phoenix, AZ and from Dan Chang at IBM in CA.  Farrukh Najmi offered to set up a video conference on the East Coast as another option.  We would need to determine what the requirements would be for connecting from the West Coast if we decide to do this.

2. Documentation:

We agreed that the deadline for subteams submitting proposals will be October 3rd.  All materials must be to the editors by that time so they have time to do the editing prior to the freeze date, which is October 17th.  This will provide a two week review period for the documents prior to the face-to-face on October 31st.  Farrukh will send what he has so far to Sally so she can begin editing some of the sections.

Everyone was encouraged to participate in the discussions on these materials so we can get as much input as possible on the proposals and documents as they are being developed.  This will help ensure consensus during the face-to-face, and prevent major show stoppers at the meeting.

3. Subteam Reports:

RAWS – Working on merging with RS.  Should be finalizing next week.

Security – Requirements document almost complete.  Working on an access control proposal and on a security profile document, as well as a number of other documents.

Query – Focusing on merging and drill down with filter queries.  Should be ready by October 3rd.

External Classification – no recommendations at this time.  Farrukh and Len will work together on this.

Inter-Registry – no documents yet.  Working on UDDI convergence

Event Notification – Nikola did not have anything to report at this time.

4. December Face-to-Face:

There was some discussion about the December face-to-face.  The general understanding was that this will occur during the XML2001 meeting in Orlando, Florida, December 9th – 14th.  There is another OASIS sponsored conference in Orlando December 6th-7th that some people may be attending as well.  Lisa will clarify the December meeting dates at the next telecon.

5. Next telecon:

Assuming the same schedule, the next telecon should be Thursday, October 4th at 4:00 Eastern time.  Lisa will verify this.
