5. SCM  - two events

[Carl]
Tuesday – shared discoveries of using ebXML Registry to store OWL based ontologies.  Work going into classification node can store OWL type structures.  More work to be done regarding domain specific ontologies.  Work for Health and travel industry, links from SCM website.  Also addressed how UDDI structure could be used, but wasn’t really strong enough in current revision for ontology management.
Once ontology stored in registry, can be used to enhance discovery process.  

[Farrukh]  Felt very good that our work is seeing usage in academic circles. Possible to collaborate.

[Carl] possibly we need new classes in RIM

Farrukh felt existing RIM fits well.  Possible to do but may be better to align with the classes from ontology’s.  Extensions to the classes may be better aligned.

Carl felt progress is being made and alignment will be achieved.

Kathryn:  We can post the presentation by the Dr. Asuman Dogac but only as internal.  Farrukh wanted to post for public area.  
We may have to remove one other link from our TC pages.  Kathryn will follow up to investigate.

6. CC review – comments received, Duane to work on new revision.  Should be done before next conf call.  At least one Core Components implementation 

7.  OASIS Symposia - Kathryn got revision for ebXML Registry face-to-face time from OASIS Symposium.    We are meeting all day Wednesday and Thursday AM to allow those interested to go to the ebSOA TC Thursday afternoon.

CC Review work and demo slated for 20 minutes in New Orleans. 
8. Discussion on Stored query. 

Second iteration of stored query posted after last meeting.  Not much discussion. One additional development.  Farrukh did v3.0 implementation and found out that there is an issue to reconcile ID with user. A “Who am I” type query.  

The stored query can solve an ability to map the signature to a registered user.  Farrukh recommends that the spec changes to reflect that all registries must support one standard stored query of “who am i?”  Similar to a whoami in unix.
Proposed as a spec 3.0.

Duane would support this to add as a feature of 3.0.    Kathryn will send the Stored Query Proposal out as a ballot to the group for a 2 week period.  
Everyone is urged to keep their voting member status by voting.
Carl had a question regarding versioning of parametric queries.  Farrukh – need is broader than that.  We support versioning of all objects.
Farrukh and Duane felt that without versioning our registry is incomplete.
Proposal for version 3.0 to add versioning?  Farrukh thinks we should do something that is minimal in impact but maximal on returns.

Boolean flag for whether an update should trigger an automatic minor (major) version update.  Flag is a good idea since not all people may want to do update.

Duane to contribute specific requirements for versioning.  Duane to help Farrukh work on paper for versioning proposal.

9.  WSDL files - We should have taken a look at WSDL files Farrukh posted.  Farrukh has not had any comments thus far.  Kathryn will re-set the review of the WSDL files as an action item.  All TC members are encouraged to review the files and look for any inconsistencies, logical structure, typos, etc.  Due date for the task will be April 15th (next conference call).  Farrukh has been validating the WSDL with some WS-I compliant tools, and with a few other tools at his disposal.  ALL – please review and send comments by April 15th.
10. eGov workshop – Carl may be attending this, and will report back to us when he returns.

11. Spec status – Sally is working on these.  Kathryn asked if there was anything that someone could do to help.  Sally said not at this time, but she will let us know.  Her intent is to have them ready by the time of the face-to-face meeting.  Farrukh agreed to work on the couple items that need to be inserted in the specs and have them ready in the next two weeks so they can be reviewed at the face-to-face.
