OASIS Standards:  OASIS ebXML Registry Services Specification version 2.1 and OASIS ebXML Registry Information Model version 2.1
1) OASIS is considering rolling out several adoption services during 2004 and would like to get your feedback.   The following table provides a brief description of the three services being considered for 2004.

	Service Name
	Service Description

	Interoperability Demonstration
	A public event to build and demonstrate interoperability of specific OASIS standard(s).  This is not the same as the various interop tests that happen during creation of the standard.

	Conformance Self-Test
	Tool (web or software based) for developers to privately self-test against specific standard(s) for adherence to standard(s).

	Personal Skill Certification
	Certification of consultant skill set against set of pre-defined requirements.


2) Which of these services do you feel would be a good fit for this standard and why? 
We feel that an public event show-casing an Interoperability Demo would be best for the ebXML Registry specs.  However, the public event demo should be available with a web presence which will provide more visibility and reach many more people than a symposium or conference.  Such a web-based interoperability demo should be maintained on a web site so that it is available over time.  Additionally, a web-based stable interoperability demo would be available to business people and people with other roles and responsibilities who would not attend a technical symposium or conference – so it would be reaching a broader audience (such as business decision makers).

We also feel a conformance self test tool would be appropriate and of interest, although would not be used by as many people as would view an interoperability demo.  However, use cases would need to be carefully defined as well as the actual conformance tests.  Questions such as who would develop these, how and who would run them, etc. would need to be answered.

Conformance Self Test Adoption Service – market size less than 100.  There would be a limited number of vendors and implementers who would be interested in this adoption service.
Personal Skill Certification Adoption Service – very small market for this service for the OASIS ebXML Registry specs.  Not really applicable to the use of the specs.
