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Reason:

IHE-ITI (IHE IT Infrastructure technical committee) has a profile XDS for ebXML Registry. We have received good response from industry with 13 vendors implementing some part of XDS last year and 43 vendors testing this season.  Other specialty domains build on top of XDS with content (imaging (radiology), medical summaries, etc.).

Need help and guidance form OASIS Registry TC to continue extensions and further growth. 

1- Queries.  We perceive an issue with the specification of optional parameters in the Stored Query mechanism.

Response: IHE-ITI to document issue to begin discussion

2- New Binding needed: Async communication.  We are currently using EbMS. We either need an ebMS binding to v3 or something similar that will allow for async communications over SMTP.

Response: IHE-ITI to document requirements for fully for Registry TC consideration.

3- New Binding needed: MTOM (in addition to or replacement for SOAP with Attachments). MTOM has achieved the label of Recommendation within W3C and many platform vendors support it. Many in the IHE community have requested this binding for XDS.  

Response: Registry TC considers this an easy binding to document since it is so similar to Soap with Attachments. Bindings are to be documented differently starting with v3. They will be separate documents leaving just the registry specification as the core document.  MTOM, as a technology, is supported by .NET, Java, Axis etc.  Asynch. communication is at a different level but not addressed by MTOM (SOAP 1.2), but MTOM could be used within e-mail offline.

4- Support of Web Service WSDL, should not be issue, but needs to be verified.

IHE-ITI will document the above issues more fully so that the Registry TC can evaluate them.  This document is due on 9 Dec.

Registry TC meets via TCON every two weeks.  We understand that the above document is targeted for discussion on 15 Dec.

IHE-ITI operates on a roughly annual cycle. We are currently evaluating project proposals for this season.  Our internal deadline for choosing proposals for work this season is January 29, 2006. Final text of these profiles is to be completed by June 2006. IHE-ITI would appreciate an evaluation of the above issues so we can dovetail the work of Registry TC with our own. 

Next T-con of the registry TC is scheduled for December 15th, 2005.  Feed back from registry TC on a plan for extensions is desired, if possible, by IHE ITI before January29th, 2006.

Farrukh has requested feedback to Registry TC on scaling and performance issues of the registry standard.
