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1. Welcome and opening remarks - Dr. Dieter Fensel (DERI)

Dr. Dieter Fensel from DERI welcomed everyone to the phone conference and thanked everyone for their participation in the SEE Technical committee.

2. Note taker appointed for this meeting 
Mick Kerrigan from DERI was appointed to the take the notes of the meeting.

3. Welcome to OASIS - Jamie Clark (OASIS)
Jamie presented an overview of Oasis, the key points of which are:

· Members of the OASIS staff do not join every call and allow each committee to manage itself. Oasis staff are available in the event of questions or issues.
· Jamie presence at the first meeting is to explain and oversee the implementation of certain oasis rules, namely:

· The election of Technical Committee chairs

· Checking the roster and determining which members are entitled to voting rights.

Jamie then continued to present a number of important things to remember in the context of an OASIS Technical Committee:

a. TC Charter

The charter for the technical committee defines the scope and the work planned to be covered by the committee. It helps to guide and constrain the committee, providing a focus for early discussions, while also helping those external to the committee to understand what it is that the committee does.

b. TC Process Rules

The Process rules are available from the OASIS website http://www.oasis-open.org , by clicking on the “Policies and Procedures”. These rules provide the simple rules for explaining the processes of the technical committee, for example:

· Creating the meeting schedule (Phone, F2F, deadlines and frequency)

· Decision of if and when to use the Web ballot facilities on the OASIS SEE-TC website.

· Approval of drafts for ongoing deliverables

· Committee Internal Drafts

· Public Review Drafts

· Final/Stable Drafts – “Committee Specification”

· Oasis Standard

c. Intellectual Property Rights

The aim of a technical committee is to produce a standard, it is important that in this process that the intellectual property rights of others are not violated. The responsibilities of a member are as follows:

· Any work made available to the committee where members have a private claim that could be infringed by the committee must be made broadly available on a royalty free basis.

· Disclose any private claims which might be infringed by the work to the committee.

· Any work brought into the committee comes under the following rules:

· If the work is brought in by a member it is accessible to the whole committee

· If the work is brought in by a non-member then the work cannot be used unless a member of the committee agrees that it can be used

· All work brought into the committee should be vetted before being brought into the TC, to ensure that that it does not bring unwanted conditions and preconditions that could cause problems later
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Dr. Dieter Fensel and Dr. Michal Zaremba were elected co-chairs of the technical committee by acclamation.

5. Charter review 
The technical committee will look at the semantic web services components that will make up the Semantic Web Service infrastructure. More specifically the committee will look at the interfaces of these components and the interaction between them. WSMX will be the starting point for the committee however the committee will be agnostic with respect to the underlying conceptual model used. 

The committee will also strive to align with other existing technical committees.

6. Brief introduction of work plans; scope of work; suggestion 
There will be two main documents delivered by the technical committee:

· Semantic Web Services Architecture and Infomodel

The document will created using the WSMX working group as a starting point along with the DIP and ASG European projects.

· Execution Semantics

This document will contain service specifications for the architecture document.

7. Vote (if required) for editors 
The “Semantic Web Services Architecture and Infomodel” document will be edited by Michal Zaremba and Matthew Moran.

The “Execution Semantics” document will be edited by John Domingue and Maciej Zaremba.

8. Assignment of responsibilities for editors 
The editors of the two deliverables will provide initial versions of the documents that outline their scope. The content of these deliverables will be discussed in the next phone conference.

9. Calls for contributions (technical papers, thoughts) 
Contributions to the technical committee will include:

· Some WSMX deliverables (Michal Zaremba to define which ones)

· Some DIP deliverables (John Domingue to research which ones)

Work will also be done by members of DERI to define a number of case studies that give a justification for the SEE Technical Committee.

10. Details of next meetings. Decision on the first Face to Face.
American attendees had to get up very early (@4am local time) to attend the phone conference, while those in Korea had to stay in work late (till @9pm local time). Jamie Clark suggested picking a meeting time and shifting it from time to time so that the people who are inconvenienced changes. Also from Jamie’s experience the work that the committee is doing tends to break up into sub-tasks and sub-committees tend to form, these sub committees can then organize meetings that have more amenable times.  Michal Zaremba will send an email with the date and time of the next phone conference.

With regards to the first Face to Face meeting of the Technical Committee, Michal Zaremba suggested two face to face meetings, the first in DERI Stanford in March 2006 at the Semantic Web Services Challenge and the second in May 2006 at the OASIS Symposium in San Francisco.
