We decided to attack the issue of what we want to do because we have a second meeting in a row. 
Martin asked Rex if he wanted to take over the side-by-side comparison and become the lead editor/author for the foreseeable future. Rex said he would but it would take a secondary priority to other work. Martin said he would send his current draft to Rex to start the process. 

Ken made a specific point that he wants to be sure we address, which is that Microservices is NOT SOA Done Right, but rather a new development coming out of the Agile-Lean-DevOps movement toward apps with smaller footprints, code libraries and databases, favoring the single responsibility principle for the individual microservices. 
Ken said that Microservces is consistent with what we had in mind when we wrote the SOA Reference Model and Reference Architecture. The major difference is SOA not having private copies of a service because part of that assumption is that we don’t have a way of keeping things up to date if people have private copies. With microservices, we can access the latest copy of an image and instantiate as needed in the cloud. Martin noted that this pointed to the fact that we did not see a lot of reuse of sections of code. Martin noted that microservices as an architecture focuses on speed rather than reuse and simultaneous independent development of applications/components rather than the waterfall sequence of developmental foci.
