Introduction of new members

John Glaubitz, Vertex Inc, USA

Vertex provides tax compliance software and research support, John’s role is as a data architect with additional involvement in tax related standards including areas such as X12 and TIGER.

Mark helps Microsofts partners with their use of  MS DRM, and was involved in parts of its design, it is hoped to make the DRM product(s) more extensible in future.

Feedback on V2.0 of CIQ Standards 
Most feedback has been requests for howto’s rather than guestions; Ram is creating a FAQ to cover these and others.

John asked whether the registration element was strictly vehicle registration, Ram confirmed that the registration element was to cope with all registrations including Tax where relevant. 

In the UK it seems that the Royal Mail is about to standardise on the xNAL standard for internal use.

The xNL standard will be a considered as the basis for a new BSI (British Standards Institute) naming standard at a workshop being held on 23 July by the names working party of IST/36.

xCIL and xCRL as Committee Specs

Ram is aware of a number of implementations of these though there is no tracking at present.

Because it is an implemented standard it was felt by the committee that we should move it to committee spec level and Ram will initiate the voting process in the week ending Friday 19 July 2002.

4. 
Address Levelling

This was essentially a presentation by David Webber based on the previously circulated Power Point presentation, and should be read in conjunction with this and any updated versions, with committee members raising points and questions throughout.

David outlined that work, undertaken on behalf of the US Government using addresses as a bellwether for a wider range of work, had identified 15 different address formats being used, in the space of a one-day inspection. This suggested that the use of levels of validated address use detail would simplify the standardisation and ease interoperability of this data.

The US Government needs to handle data with a worldwide scope because of US activities, companies and citizens operating outside of the US. The USPS model was considered but this was seen more as a definition of quality of content rather than a breakdown into usage types. It was also felt that although the full xNAL address detail was desirable that this would be at significant on cost to existing systems and that it would be better to create business case templates that allow existing systems to be mapped onto xNAL as a forerunner to improvements in the future.

A general discussion ensued with changes to the presentation being suggested and accepted.

The consensus of the meeting was that this was a good idea and that as far as possible we should be expanding xNAL, by addition of business use templates rather than changes in the standard to harmonise with Postal Administrations, HR-XML, ECCMA, eBXL etc

In doing this we should also recognise the need to establish mapping to important legacy systems such as EDI X-12 etc. It was recognised that templates would be required for 200+ countries and each country is likely to require several templates though a single template may be valid for many countries.

There was agreement that we should not be re-inventing the wheel and where existing work of quality exists we should be making use of this, in particular OAGIS has done a lot of work including input form SUN, MS and IBM to ensure consistent parsing.

David agreed to redraft the presentation so that comments from the meeting wwould be taken into account.
