5 Old Business

5.1 CR82 – Issue with non-deduplication
Rob Kochman pointed out that the change made to implement CR82 introduces a problem because it introduces a requirement not to de-duplicate entities. The suggested fix is add an explicit exclusion for keyed entities.
Minutes:

Claus recommends adding the exclusion to the new text, with a change that it points to text in 5.2.16.4, 5.2.17.4. We modified the text and wrote the correction. We regard this as an editorial change.
The TC has approved the release of the amended version to OASIS for vote.

5.2 Dsig of root domain key generator
We have received the crypto material from Verisign. Andrew has produced the signed key generator. He has found a minor glitch, relating to the Reference within the Signature. The question is whether the Reference should have a value of “”, or if it should be empty. Empty would be preferable, but it may cause problems for interoperability. The problem relates to the meaning of Reference=”” – it means the entire document, which means that a tModel returned in a tModelDetail would be assumed to be signing the tModelDetail, which is not intended. Thus, to check a signature, it is necessary to extract the tModel into its own document to verify the signature. An empty Reference could be defined as meaning the appropriate entity.
The TC decided to proceed with Reference=””, mainly because this is backwards compatible, and straightforward to process. In the longer term we should produce a document to describe the empty Reference option. 
Luc will hold the 3.0.2 document to include the revised key generator tModel – Andrew believes he can complete this in a day or so. 
5.3 Technical Notes in Progress

5.3.1 Using BPEL in a UDDI Registry Technical Note

We have received no further feedback on this TechNote. The feedback period closes on Friday 3 December.
