Apparently there are problems with Weblogic and MS Visual Studio 2003 with the import of the digital signature schema.  IBM’s tooling works correctly. Apparently the problem manifests as an ability to compile, but fails at run-time to create working proxies. The work around (to be fully tested) is to add an import statement in the port-type WSDL to XML DSig (workaround highlighted).

· Query Enhancements – must be v.Next
· Semantic Search

· Range-based query

· Contacts – can do as TN
