· John Ruegg was not available to Chair the meeting.  He asked Marcus Leon to facilitate the meeting
· MNDR Update.  Marcus Leon reported that John Ruegg had not received any input on the Draft MNDR.

MNDR Next Steps:  
· Completion of revised draft and distribution to the IJ Technical Committee for final approval.

· LA County will utilize the format for upcoming exchanges between the county and the State of California.  These projects will be undertaken over the next two years.  LA County will share their work as completed.

· Status Reports

NIEM – Winfred Wagner

· Current version 0.3 is available on the NIEM.gov website.  The domain structure does include the Justice area.  There are some differences in associations and relationships from earlier versions. 

· IEP specifications documents Beta version will be out for input by 7/15.  First Production version will be out by 10/1

· Tiger Group.  This subcommittee has been set up to determine overall expectations of IEP structure and to set up pilots.
· A NIEM repository will be created with three sections

· Projects in the planning stages

· Schemas developed but not tested

· Schemas fully tested and implemented

· The Governance Structure for the overall NIEMS project has been created.

· Project Management Oversight Committee

· Business Committee

· Technical Committee

· Subcommittees as need to address specific issues

M. Leon asked what affect this development will have on the MNDR draft.  W. Wagner stated that the general layout of schemas will remain the same, but naming conversions may differ.  There will be three separate domains; Justice which will point to Common which will point to Universal.  He also stated that Associations and Roles will be different.  Steps, procedures and deliverable will be about the same.

(Further discussion of this topic later in the meeting.)  It is recommended to move forward with the current MNDR document that relates to release 3.03 as that release will continue to be used by many organizations for a considerable period of time.  Once this document is published and the 1.0 version of NIEMS is published, the committee should look to revise the document to reflect that standard.  Those changes will be mostly technical.  Business models should remain the same. 
XSTF – Scott Edson

· GTRI is working with IJIS implementers to update the GJXDM.  Their major focus is on roles and associations which will be more object oriented and less hierarchical.

· These groups are planning a Face to Face meeting in August to finalize changes

· Their plan is to release version 3.1 of the GJXDM in September which will in turn lead to NIEM Version 1.0.

NCSC IEP Repository – Tom Clarke

· An open source software has been chosen for the Repository and a test version is up

· The software has basic repository functionality, a user interface and a machine to machine interface.

· NCSC is working on the requirements for full implementation of the Repository

EFC 3.0 Testing – Tom Clarke

· There are three test implementations underway at this point each taking a different approach.
· Maricopa County – e-filings will come from three different vendors

· Georgia – implementations will be at two different Court levels.  First General Jurisdiction, then the Supreme Court. This implementation will require integration with two different Case Management Systems.

· New Jersey – This implementation will be a state-wide implementation.

· Next Steps – Marcus Leon

· The IJTC will continue to have monthly meetings to insure continued progress on various initiatives
· The agendas will continue to have status reports from other efforts similar to today’s meetings

· LA County will be utilizing the MNDR model as they continue to integrate with the State and will share their work with the larger community

Other Business

· Tom Clarke suggested a possible topic for an upcoming meeting.  He recently attended a presentation on Naming and Design Rules at the OASIS Symposium.  The presentation focused on the ability to rigorously enforce such rules if they aren’t written with enough specificity.  Once the MNDR document has been published, the IJTC may want to review it in this light.
