· John Ruegg opened the meeting by stating that the main purpose of the meeting was to discuss the need for the TC to choose an IPR option to conform with OASIS Policy.  He started with the recommendation that the IJTC adopt the same option that the ECFTC adopted.
· Jim Cabral stated that the ECFTC followed the recommendation from the Steering Committee to adopt the restricted royalty-free IPR policy.  This is the most open of the three options and in simple terms means that whatever is contributed to the committee is out for public use.  This matches the position Legal XML held before joining OASIS.
· The members present agreed with this option, but a WEB ballot is necessary as a quorum was not present.  David Goodwin will post the WEB ballot today.
· The next steps, based on approval by the members of the committee, will be asking the TC Administrator to Conduct a Transition Approval Ballot.  This ballot must commence not later than March 16th and be open for two weeks.

Other Business

· J. Ruegg stated that while the TC has been on hiatus looking forward to the NIEM release, he recommends that the GJXDM 3.03 MNDR work be finalized and put out for use by organizations until they are able to transition to NIEM.
· J. Ruegg stated that he would add narrative samples and then the put the work out for Committee approval.

· J. Cabral stated that the ECF 3.0 standard utilized the MNDR and its work could be added as a sample.

· J. Ruegg asked that any additional samples be sent to him by March 9 for inclusion.

· Discussion indicated that GTRI has considered the MNDR as it has been proceeding with NIEM.  It was suggested that the final documentation be sent to them when approved by the committee.

· J. Cabral noted that he had been the IJTC member on the Steering Committee and has since been elected as an At Large member.  The TC will need to decide whether to appoint another member or ask Jim to continue to represent the TC on the Steering Committee.  This issue will be on the agenda for the next TC Conference Call.

· J. Ruegg stated that unless other issues arise, the next Conference Call would probably take place in May, thirty to sixty days after the release of NIEM to determine future direction of the TC.
