Future WebCGM work
Thanks to Lofton for getting us started (See http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/cgmo-webcgm/200704/msg00001.html) and to Forrest for the contribution concerning use cases (See http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/cgmo-webcgm/200704/msg00004.html) 
It appears there are a handful of enhancements that might be appropriate for a V2.1.  
Discussion

Is there interest in moving forward to a WebCGM 2.1?
There was general agreement that work on WebCGM 2.1 should go forward.  Ulrich indicated that the customer base was still absorbing WebCGM 2.0 and wanted to make sure we have customer input for future work.  Lofton said that we need to keep the scope of WebCGM 2.1 down to a concise set of functionality that we can complete within a year.  All had input into which requirements from the references above might be appropriate for inclusion.
Can we support a meeting in May?

Straw poll on availability for a meeting the week of 21 May

· Don - May meeting would be hard to attend – possibly postpone until we have requirements and use cases better defined.  Would it be possible to arrange a meeting around a user industry event to get direct input from the user base?
· Forrest – could make a May meeting, but it might be better to postpone

· Ulrich – unavailable during that week in May and would support a later date

· Lofton – we need full vendor participation so it might be better to postpone

· Ben – it would be better to postpone
· Dave – could support a meeting in May, but is willing to postpone.  Can we somehow include input from the informal EPWG graphics group?
· Andrew – as the organizer of the May meeting,  he need to have a decision today on whether to continue.
The consensus was to look for a later date in June, July, or August to schedule a f2f meeting after we’ve had time to more clearly define a clear picture of what WebCGM 2.1 will consist of.  Dave will circulate a spreadsheet to gather availability.

How do we go forward?

A discussion to place about the best way to define requirements, document use cases, and prioritize work items in advance of a f2f meeting.  Brainstorming during a f2f meeting is often the best way to do this.  We will need to collect use cases from individual users and evaluate them using email and telecons while preparing for a f2f meeting.
Dave will use his contacts inside Boeing and the industry to collect specific use cases prior to the next telecon.

We also need to consider the future of the W3C WebCGM WG since that charter expires in May.
F2F meeting

Do we have enough commitment to justify a meeting the week of May 21?
No – we need all vendors present and at least 2 indicated unavailability.
We will attempt to find a convenient time for a f2f meeting during June, July, or August.
