CGM defect processing

Two defects submitted to ISO SC24 for processing

Could be voted on at the SC24 meeting in July or by mail ballot in the Fall

Multiple picture metafiles

Discussion:  Dave will contact Andy to see if we can get a sample file.
Technical discussion on potential 2.1 work items
Searchable text

Use case:  locating a particular wire on a wiring diagram

Requirements from CPF in attached note:

· Keywords embedded in graphics 

Discussion:  Need clarification.  The TC assumes this is satisfied using the content APS attribute
· Unstructured text appearing on the graphic
Discussion:  Need clarification.  Is this requirement based on the content APS attribute or is it random text appearing within a Restricted Text element?
· One graphic/several graphics
Discussion:  Text search would be limited to the current graphic open.
· Wild cards or regular expressions
Discussion:  Need clarification.  Is this a requirement to implement regexp pattern matching?  Is it a subset of regexp?  There is an open source implementation of regexp.  Is there also a requirement to search on “any of a list of keywords or a strings and keywords”.
Previous discussion resulted in two approaches:

· getAppStructuresByContent 

Discussion:  This would be a fairly straightforward interface like the getAppStructureByName interface.

· dedicated search interface
Discussion:  Need clarification.  Does this relate to the unstructured text requirement from above?
Response from US S1000D graphics subproject indicated a need for both solutions

Discussion:  Is there really a requirement for both?
Additional discussion point:  Since the content APS attribute is only available on APS structure types of para and subpara, it would require a change to S1000D to allow those types.  Currently S1000D only allows APS structure type of grobject.

Sub-string hotspot identification

Response from US S1000D graphics subproject indicated that the defect resolution to the CGM standard is the correct approach and would solve the issue.

Discussion:  Defect to the standard clears the way to implementation.   Will this require an erratum to WebCGM 2.0?  This only works easily with grobjects.  Things would have to be carefully implemented due to model of para/subpara.  
Animation

Use cases:  hydraulic valve opening/closing and then water flowing in/out of a system on a schematic, or powering up an aircraft and the chain of electrical/mechanical events that occur

Discussion: 

Some options:

· Gif animation – can to this today through visibility

· Sprite animation – flight path or full transformations?
· Global segments – How can you control visibility of the multiple calls to segments through the DOM?

· New APS attribute for transformation
· Declarative animation – all information is in the file, but it requires a “time” container around the picture.  This could become complicated
· DOM animation – script writer is responsible for sending transformation.  The time container is also the responsibility of the script writer.

Is there a requirement for more than transform animation – color, patterns, etc.  Dave will clarify requirement with users.
