Public Comment on ENML standard

Comments from MISMO:
The Chief Architect from MISMO exchanged emails with Arshad Noor and Mark Ladd.  The ENML standard appears to be workable with the MISMO XML.  Policy and IPR issues are the only items that would need to be worked through.  MISMO will discuss this at their June trimester meeting. 

Mark did not feel that Arshad’s technical support would not be necessary for the MISMO meetings – but he will keep the TC posted if technical support becomes necessary. 

No other public comments have been received.
Possible Budget Revisions

Arshad:

$1000/day plus expenses for speaking at conferences to promote ENML
Between $1000 - $3000 for revisions to specification (if needed)
Rolly proposed setting aside $5000 for both activities

NPAs:
Marc Aronson & Rolly spoke with Mike Smith regarding the NPA conference in MN in mid July.
Marc A will be in attendance and can make a presentation.  Rolly will provide some background materials to assist with developing the presentation.

Demonstration project:

The Western Illinois University proposal was discussed.
Dr. Leff indicated a possibility of approaching the patent holder for a “waiver” for demonstration purposes – Rolly responded that the TC had previously decided not to pursue that option.

Dr. Leff described a DES alternative that could support the demonstration project without infringing on known patents.  This seemed like a reasonable approach to TC members at this time.
Dr. Leff will revise the technical spec based on today’s conversation.  He will also explore drafting a proposal, similar in nature to the WIU/eContracts TC language.
ALTA:


Annual conference in October in Florida.

Mark Ladd will contact ALTA staff regarding making an ENML presentation.
PRIA might be funding Ladd’s travel to ALTA but this won’t be confirmed until mid-July.  If PRIA does not fund the travel, eNotary may be willing to use some of the promotional budget for this task.
