Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the May 21, 2009 call were approved by consensus.
Public Comment on ENML standard

One somewhat detailed comment was received.  Mark Ladd will follow-up with Arshad regarding the comment received.  John Messing felt some of the comment was a misunderstanding of the intent of standard.  
WIU Proposal
TC members raised concerns regarding the cryptographic aspects of the demonstration project.  These issues are critical aspects of the demonstration project.

Dr. Leff noted that two WIU staff have cryptographic project grants and could be called on to assist with the project.

John noted that in the past the TC has developed a list of requirements and then researched parties who could provide those requirements.  This appears to be somewhat a reverse of that process.  We have a proposer of work without the TC having a full list of requirements developed.
Dr. Leff noted that the proposal was intended as a “proof of concept” demonstration of the standard for a non-technical audience.  Proving out cryptographic or security issues would be a larger scope of project.

John noted that several proof of concept demonstrations have already been done at various notary trade association meetings.  A more valuable exercise might be to demonstrate how the standard can interoperate with various notary products currently in the marketplace.  More of an interoperability demonstration.
Marc Aronson has contacts with most of the major vendors in this space.  He could help coordinate a meeting of the parties to discuss the level of interest.
Ken Dean introduced himself and provided some suggestions regarding the use of the ENML standard in streaming data implementations.
There was consensus for developing an interoperability demonstration rather than a proof of concept project.
