It was recognized that we did not have a quorum and no matters would be voted upon.  Those having SC reports provided updates as follows:

RBrooks reported from the Msg/Not SC that EDXL/HAVE and RM are ready to vote out of the SC and should be ready for the TC soon. The Sit/Rep work continues with the  matching of needs/requirements.
RIM SC has had good attendance, there are two new members, Don (NIEM) working with Dave Ellis to construct an FFRDC perspective on how to move an EDXL implementation forward that would be co-existent with NIEM.  RBrooks is working on broad overarching framework of requirement for RIM.  “Welcome to the RIM” paper Jeff has started is being reviewed.  Dave/Don working on an intermediate technical work product will include the ValueListURN.
No GIS meeting this past week.  DAllport reported from the last meeting.  GIS SC discussing where the event takes place.  The SC is looking at recommendations for CAP 2.0.  

DAllport asked:
1. CAP 2.0 – when and how will this be worked?  
2. Now that IPAWS profile has been recognized, what would be the chance for the group to take on another CAP profile?
Could OASIS recognize a process whereby a country could manage its own profile?  Using a Canadian standards body is a possibility which would layer these Standards efforts and would be difficult to manage.  If OASIS had an umbrella method for dealing with different counties with respect to their profile which applies to a given OASIS Standard – that is the preferred approach.  Everything coming out of Canada is fully CAP compliant, there just needs to be an agreed to and managed process for list type data.  
EJones agreed to put this before the OASIS Staff for guidance.
