2. Review/approve meeting notes.  After some minor corrections, RexB makes and TomM seconds a motion to accept the 6/23/09 meeting notes as corrected.  All agreed.

3. IPAWS CAP 1.2 Profile.  ElysaJ noted that the Profiles SC recommended to the EM-TC at our last meeting that the new document posted be reviewed by the EM-TC and considered for a Committee Draft and submittal for 15-day review.  Rex also posted a red-line so TC members that were not involved could readily see the changes since the 60-day review.  All comments have been disposed of with no substantive changes.  
a. After review and consideration, RobT moved and SukumarD seconded a motion to accept this work as a Committee Draft.  There was no additional discussion.  It is recorded that Sandia National Labs abstained from this vote.  Otherwise, the TC voted unanimously to approve this work as a Committee Draft.

b. ElysaJ noted that the next logical step is to take this Committee Draft into a subsequent 15-day public review.  She also noted that only those things that have changed since the 60-day review are eligible for comments.  BillK moved and Don Ponikvar seconded a motion to move this new committee draft into a 15-Day public review.  The TC agreed unanimously.  

c. SukumarD thanked all participants of the SC for all the hard work over the past several months to get this profile to this point.  ElysaJ added her thanks to the SC and Sukumar for his leadership and persistence.

4. Emergency Interoperability Consortium.  The EIC held their monthly meeting 6/24/09.  ElysaJ presented a brief overview of the EM-TC work remotely.  Other TC participants were on the EIC call.  ElysaJ asked if anyone could give an overview of the call since she was not available most of it.  RexB offered that Donna Roy of NIEM offered to have the OASIS Interop Demo co-located with a NIEM training event that was already scheduled for the same days.  That is being worked by the Adoption TC, Events SC.  While the details haven’t been finalized, the EM-TC prefers to see that there is not only the interop demo but also opportunities to present the work we are doing in the EM-TC.  Also during that meeting, when ElysaJ briefed the RIM SC work, Donna asked some questions.  RexB was on the call and able to answer in some detail about the purpose of the RIM.  Anthony Hoang of NIEM (DHS) was at the meeting and will be joining the EM-TC specifically to work with the RIM SC and harmonize the EDXL and NIEM work.  The next EIC meeting will be July 29.

5. Subcommittee reports

a. IF-SC.  TomMerkle reported that the minutes of the IF-SC meetings are posted.  The SC is working to finish up the DE primer.  DaveE will begin a write-up on “Theory of IDs”.  The SC also made a recommendation to the EM-TC which was put to a vote as follows:  The Emergency Interoperability Member Section funded the purchase of Enterprise Architect (EA) for the EM-TC.  There were two licenses provided that have been floating and currently held by RexB and DaveE.  Others in the TC have individual and/or company copies they are using.  As we find ourselves using EA quite a bit to document and track requirements, another license is needed.  Rex moves and TomM seconds a motion to 1) purchase another EA license (version 7.5), 2) update the two current licenses from 7.0 to 7.5 and 3) add the DODAF module 2.0 for all three seats.  All agreed.
b. RIM-SC.  RexB reported that Anthony Hoang of NIEM participated in the meeting last week and will provide help in harmonizing EDXL and NIEM.  He also reported that the SC is reviewing the first draft of the “Welcome to RIM” document.  They are also working on a document set to be defined for all EM-TC work.  They are coordinating with the Adoption TC/documents and collateral SC on this.  Another work they have on the horizon is to finish the documenting of the valueListURN concept

c. Msg/Not SC Sit/Rep.  RexB provided the update that a first pass has been made through all requirements.  They have been divided into four packages – overall, incident, msgs, resources.  These are now being put into EA for tracking.
d. Msg/Not SC RM&HAVE.  The Erratta for RM and HAVE is being worked by RexB and SukumarD in hopes it will be ready for TC review by the next meeting 7/21/09.
e. GIS-SC.  CarlR reported that the 7/3 meeting was not held due to the holiday.  He anticipates meetings resuming 3/17.  They are putting together use cases for geospatial references for EM-TC.
f. CAP Profiles SC.  This SC will not continue to meet until/if there are comments to be addressed from the 15-day review.  
6. Adjourn –A motion to adjourn was made by TomM, seconded by RexB and all agreed.  ElysaJ reminded everyone of the Sit-Rep call to follow.
