Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the June 18, 2009 call were not posted.  Approval was deferred until the next call. 
Public Comment on ENML standard

Ken Dean had raised a question regarding a namespace declaration in one of the sample XML files.  There was also a schema validation issue identified.  John Messing wondered if the problem might be related to symmetric vs. asymmetric keys.  The problem appears to be with the sample files and not the schema itself.  This is likely an issue that the TC will want to address with Arshad.
Mark Ladd needs to follow-up with Gerry Ashton regarding his inquiries about the specification.  Mark had a follow-up with Arshad regarding the comment received.  John Messing felt some of the comment was a misunderstanding of the intent of standard.  Mark and Arshad concurred with John’s opinion.
Conference call with eN vendors

Marc Aronson had contacted a number of vendors who are known to have eNotary products regarding a potential conference call to discuss the ENML standard.  There are at least 8 vendors who are interested in participating in a call regarding the standard.
Ken Dean raised a question regarding any potential conflict of interest in being a vendor and a TC participant on such a call.  As long as the TC member/participant is aware that all contributions made on such a call are subject to the TC’s IPR policy there would not be a problem with participating in the call.
Purpose of the call would be outreach and education oriented and to gain input from the vendor community regarding what type of demonstration project might be helpful.

Interest in TC membership for interoperability development
The TC needs to contact OASIS regarding the interoperability process and what support the TC can provide to vendors.

Rolly & Mark will communicate with OASIS staff regarding what support can be provided.
Update re: NASS/NPA presentation

Marc Aronson provided a brief update regarding the presentation he made at that NASS/NPA conference.

· Christophe Bernasconi from The Hague was also in attendance.  Christophe heads The Hague’s apostille efforts.
Marc made a PowerPoint presentation regarding the ENML standard.  The presentation was well received but Marc feels the NPA’s are at a very early stage in their understanding of eSignature technology and XML in general.  Much more education needs to be done on this front.
