2. Review/approve meeting notes.  DMcGarry initiated and TMerkle seconded a motion to approve the 7/7/09 meeting notes as drafted.  All agreed.
3. Subcommittee reports

a. Msg/Not SC – SitReps.  TGrapes updated the TC that this group is relooking at the process to make sure all have the same understanding of where we stand, where we are headed and what are the artifacts that will come of this effort.  He agreed that he would need one of the Enterprise Architect licenses for tracking this work but was concerned about the effectiveness if everyone in the SC didn’t also have the tool.  We discussed ways to share reports from EA as well as some free-ware that is available to share the screens while in the group.  WJoerg agreed to draft a write up about how time invested in a tool of this sort will pay off down the road, accountability, traceability, etc.
b. Msg/Not SC – HAVE/RM Errata.  RBrooks has uploaded the RM and SDwarkanath the HAVE Errata documents.  Redlines are available so you can see changes made.  EJones reminded the group that many of these changes came as a result of the comments TGillmore provided from the detailed review done by the NIMS-SC.  Thanks to Rex and Sukumar for getting these comments addressed and work done.  Rex reported that the SC has voted these documents out and they are ready for the EM-TC to approve them as a Committee Draft and ready for Public Review.  The TC agreed to take the next two weeks to review the work of the SC and will be ready to vote at the next EM-TC meeting 
c. Infrastructure SC –  DE Documentation.  TMerkle reported that the EDXL/DE Basics Version 4 document has been voted out of the IF-SC and is ready for the TC to pass it on.  EJones reminded the group that this was originally requested by the EI-Member Section and that is to whom it would be delivered after the TC agreed.  However, now that we have an Adoption TC that includes a documents/collateral SC, it will be appropriate for that group to handle such documents for our Standards.  RBrooks who chairs that SC gave the EM-TC an overview of the categories of documents they will be developing in close proximity of the EM-TC.  They will be matching document types to audience types.  There will be basic, intermediate and advanced documents for each standard.  The actual format of these documents must fit into the OASIS guidelines and that is also being addressed with OASIS staff and the SC.  After a motion was made and seconded to submit the document to the EI-MS, the TC agreed to wait until the next meeting in 2 weeks to actually vote on it once other members have had a chance to review.  
d. Infrastructure SC - TMerkle also reported that there has been a lot of interest and visibility in the UICDS work.  It is actually not a standard a middleware prototype that does transformations.  Since it is being billed as a standard and could be in conflict with acceptable use of the EDXL/DE, Tom asked if it might be appropriate to reach out to them to meet or discuss.  Several members of the EM-TC are aware of this UICDS and had input as to how it should be approached.  It was agreed to ask DHS S&T for guidance.  

e. GIS SC – CReed reported that the SC has resumed meeting regularly.  They have been discussing extension mechanisms for layers.  They are also going to be looking at the WHERE document as used in RM and HAVE with respect to breaking it out and making it an OGC Standard that can be referenced.  

f. RIM-SC.  RexB reported that there had been decent progress with over the past two weeks.  Anthony Hoang’s help in support of NIEM and UCOR has been valuable although he was absent from the last meeting.  EJones will contact Donna Roy to express appreciation for his support of this SC.  
4. EIC Meeting 7/29/09.  The NIEM presentation during the EIC meeting was discussed.  The EM-TC wants to be sure and coordinate with NIEM as the RIM develops.  Anthony has been a tremendous help to that end.  It is recognized that the EM-TC has no direct input into the EIC.     
5. Other business.  WJoerg recommended that we go through several of the documents in the repository that can be helpful.  There is some valuable content that could be captured in the other documents we are writing or planning to write.  He also reminded everyone that there will be face to face meetings of the Adoption during the NIEM event.  He asked if the Emergency Management TCs should also schedule a two hour slot.  We agreed this would be valuable and then to have a join meeting of both TC afterward.  More information will be sent out shortly.  EJones added that there are plans by the Adoption Events and Demos SC to have an OASIS Interop Demonstration at the NIEM training event (Sept 28-Oct 2) in Baltimore, MD as well as at the IAEM in early November.  OASIS members are welcome to participate in the demonstration.
6. Adjourn –A motion to adjourn was made by TMerkle, seconded by RBrooks and all agreed.  ElysaJ reminded everyone of the Msg/Not call to follow.
