2. Review/approve meeting notes.  RTorchon made and RBrooks seconded a motion to approve the 8/4/09 meeting notes as drafted with minor grammatical corrections.  All agreed.
3. EDXL HAVE Errata.  The EM-TC has had two weeks to review the document since our last meeting.  All changes are documented clearly in the referenced files.  RTorchon made and RBrooks seconded a motion to advance this work to a Committee Draft.  EJones asked if the TC members have had ample time to review and are ready for a vote.  They agreed they have and unanimously approved the motion.  RBrooks made and SDwarkanath seconded a motion that there are no substantive changes in the HAVE CD.  All agreed.  RBrooks made and COsterloh seconded a motion to advance the CD to a 15-Day Public Comment Review.  All agreed.
4. EDXL RM Errata.  The EM-TC has had two weeks to review the document since our last meeting.  All changes are documented clearly in the referenced files.  WJoerg made and COsterloh seconded a motion to advance this work to a Committee Draft.  EJones asked if the TC members have had ample time to review and are ready for a vote.  They agreed they have and unanimously approved the motion.  WJoerg made and TGilmore seconded a motion that there are no substantive changes in the HAVE CD.  All agreed.  TGilmore made and GHam seconded a motion to advance the CD to a 15-Day Public Comment Review.  All agreed.

5. EDXL-DE Version 4 document.  The TC agreed to review this document that was voted out of the SC.  There were a couple of comments posted to the list by PGannon including corrected XML abbreviation, ISO Date/Time format reference corrected and several minor grammatical corrections.  We discussed that this document once voted out of the TC will go to the Emergency Interoperability Member Section for publication in a suitable format.  Since it is not a specification our work in the TC is complete.  With the minor changes as noted, RBrooks made and PGannon seconded a motion to provide this document to the Member Section for Publication.  All agreed.
6. Subcommittee reports

a.  CAP Profiles SC – SDwarkanath summarized that the CAP IPAWS Profile 15-Day review is complete with on minor comments received.  Most of the minor changes were clarifications only. Updates are being made to the document and it is expected to be voted out of the SC 8/20/09.   The SC would like to schedule an EM-TC meeting to advance the document and recommend 8/25/09 at 12 EDT.  The TC agreed they should be able to support this time.
b. GIS SC – CReed reported that they had a good last Friday covering two main points

i. Discussed the OASIS "where" GML application schema. All agreed that the OGC should take ownership, finish the document, share with OASIS EM TC for comment, modify based on comments, and then make the document an official OGC standard. Issues:  Which version of GML (3.1.1 or 3.2.1); Geometry only or allow full feature specification; Single or multi-geometries

ii. Discussed CAP 1.2/2.0 and the Canadian "layers" capability. This led to a discussion of specifying an extension mechanism for CAP that does not break backwards compatibility but allows for regional extensions to meet specific policy, regulatory, legal, or technical requirements. This is a more general TC discussion than just Geo-GIS.
c. RIM SC.  DEllis reported that there is good participation in the RIM work.  They have most recently worked on documenting the routing principles.  The work in the SC is well documented in the meeting notes.
d. Msg/Not SC – 

i. RBrooks reported that Sit/Rep work is continuing with requirement review which should be completed this week.
ii. JWesfall reported on CAP 1.2 work where they are now going through all comments that have been received.  They have compiled an issues list that includes the issues that have been disposed of in earlier releases of CAP.  There are 37 total issues of which they have worked through 7.  EJones asked if any comments that would require a substantive change to the CAP 1.2 had been received.  JWesfall noted that some of the comments especially those from earlier are clearly substantive and targeted for 2.0.
e. Infrastructure SC – DEllis reported that the SC is now looking at DE follow-on work and using Enterprise Architect for capturing and tracking their work.
7. Other Business.  GHam will be giving the DM-OPEN-SIG presentation via the EM Forum 8/19/09.  All are invited to hear him speak on the EDXL-DE and specifically how it can be used with NIEM.  These sessions are saved and can be retrieved at a later date if you can’t make the meeting.  EJones reported that the EI-MS StC has approved the expenditure for two new and upgrades for two existing Enterprise Architect licenses.  EJones also reminded folks of the upcoming NIEM and IAEM OASIS Interoperability Demonstrations and encouraged those who want to get involved to get familiar with the activities of the Adoption TC.  
8. Adjourn –A motion to adjourn was made by RBrooks, seconded by DEllis and all agreed.  RBrooks reminded everyone of the Msg/Not on Sit/Reps call to follow.
