2. Review/approve meeting notes.  RBrooks made and Werner Joerg seconded a motion to approve the 8/18/09 meeting notes as corrected.   All agreed.
3. Advance CAP 1.2 IPAWS Profile.  EJones reminded the group that the purpose of the call was to advance the Profile and that the meeting was agreed to by a quorum during our 8/18/09 meeting.  The Profiles SC did vote out the revision of the CAP 1.2 IPAWS Profile 8/20/09 and advises the TC that there are no substantive changes.  All members agreed during the 8/18/09 meeting that they would have ample time to review the document in preparation for a vote 8/25/09.
a. PGannon asked if the corrections from the comments he posted to the list after the document was posted 8/20.  These were not included so were discussed individually during the meeting as follows:

i. Page 3. The Copyright notice date should be 2009.

ii. Page 5. Deleted extra period.

iii. Page 7. Definition of Profile.  Shouldn't the first sentence reference "CAP-v1.2" as it does in the 2nd sentence?  Delete ":" between first and 2nd sentence.

iv. Page 11. mimeType - Insert "be" in (1)B) Non-normative Profile Note.

b. Rex made the changes to the document as we agreed them as a TC by consensus.  PGannon asked if these changes are accepted, does that then change the version to "Revision 2", and the date to the TC approval date of 25 Aug.?  After some discussion and since the comments were made and disposed of during the TC meeting that the revision would not need to be advanced but the date of the document would be changed to be the date of the TC vote, Aug 25, 2009.

c. Werner Joerg made and PGannon seconds a motion to approve this document as amended as a Committee Draft.  With no additional discussion, the motion carried unanimously with one abstaining.

d. RBrooks made and TMerkle seconds a motion that there are no substantive changes in the Draft.  With no discussion, the TC agreed unanimously.

e. WJoerg made and RBrooks seconds a motion to submit this Committee Draft to OASIS TC Administrator to request an electronic ballot to advance this work to a Committee Specification.  

i. There was some discussion about whether the Specification would go on to become an OASIS Standard.  EJones expressed that it was her understanding that the IPAWS Program had intended to at least get to the Committee Specification status.  It is up to the TC whether we choose to take this on the be a Standard which would require three use cases from OASIS members as well as an OASIS wide organizational vote.  No one from the IPAWS PM was on the call, so Elysa asked that one of our DHS members make sure they are aware they can weigh in on this discussion and we would like their input.  

ii. DEllis pointed out that this profile will have issues in a publish/subscribe system with respect to the EDXL-DE.  Elysa stated that the TC has agreed that the CAP 2.0 version would include enhancements to make it compatible with the DE.   

iii. With no further discussion, the vote was called.  All agreed with one abstaining.  Sukumar thanked the members of the SC that worked diligently through this process with the profile.  Elysa also thanked the SC as well as Sukumar and Rex for their leadership.

4. General.

a. EJones reminded the members to be careful about posting our call in numbers to the list as this is a public site.  Call in numbers should be posted on the OASIS Kavi site.  She also advised that we be careful not to directly forward complete emails to the list for the same reason as they include specific email addresses exposing them to the public list.
b. Tom Merkle advised the TC that there is a difference in the DE schema listed on a public site vs our published schema.  He and others will look into this and report back at the next meeting and we can discuss what could or should be done about it.  Some discussion continued but our time was up and Elysa’s line dropped so no additional meeting notes were recorded.  The meeting is considered adjourned having accomplished our agenda.
