2. Elysa noted that we do have a quorum.  She asked that chairs and co-chairs pay particular attention to attendance.  Especially take note in your roster of those that are observers.  This means they are not to speak during meetings.  This is the responsibility of chairs and co-chairs. If a Subject Matter Expert is needed, see the TC procedures or ask me or Patrick Gannon for pointers to and guidance for how to properly do this under OASIS policy.  This is very important with respect to maintaining our chosen IPR policy which all TC members have agreed to – observers have not agreed to the TC policy.  

3. Meeting notes  – Nov 24, 2009 and Dec 8, 2009
Rex made and Don seconded a motion to accept the Nov 24 meeting notes as drafted.  Discussion included the comments Jamie Clark made to the list.  Rex amended his motion to accept these allowing for the typo (formal) and Don agreed.  Patrick also asked that the language he recalled from the meeting about the OASIS President having the ability to over-ride the TC decision if it is not to go back to the ITU.  Elysa recalled this wording as well and will recall it from Camille’s transcription.  There being no further discussion, the minutes were unanimously approved.  

Doug made and Rian seconded a motion to accept the Dec 8 meeting notes as drafted.  Elysa recalled that Tom Ferrentino was on the call as he was noted in the minutes to have made a motion.  Tom confirmed.  With this minor correction and no further discussion, the notes were approved unanimously.
4. CAP 1.2.  This document along with the issue list was posted to the TC for review by Jacob 12/13/09 after being voted out of the Msg/Not SC.  

Jacob briefly recalled to the group that most of the comments were out of scope for the public review.  A special meeting was held to go over each issue on the list with the resolution posted for all to review prior to this meeting.

a. Rex made and Don seconded a motion to accept the work on CAP 1.2 as a Committee Draft.  There being no discussion, a vote was taken and it was agreed unanimously.

b. Rex made and Werner seconded a motion stating there were no substantive changes in the document.  There being no discussion, a vote was taken and it was agreed unanimously.

c. Rex made and Don seconded a motion to request our OASIS Administrator to begin a ballot for Committee Specification for CAP 1.2.  There being no discussion, the vote was taken and it was agreed unanimously.  Elysa reminded the group that the ballot will run for 7 days and to be looking for it.  With the holidays, it may take some time to be posted.  After this is done successfully, the TC will vote to submit the work for OASIS organizational vote.  There is some preparation time and time for OASIS members to become familiar with the work before the actual vote will take place.  Sukumar asked that a note be sent to the TC to remind organizational members that there must also be three statements of use before the Standard vote.  Elysa will send such a note and asked Sukumar to stay in touch with it to be sure it is kept on track as well.
d. Dave said there was a deadline of 8 January to respond to ITU.  Elysa stated that we certainly want to respond to each of the 3 issues that have been discussed; we have no requirement to respond to ITU by that date.  As Jamie instructed us, the OASIS staff has the responsibility to address the ITU.  We will put these topics on the agenda for discussion but discussion could also begin now on the list.  Dave is most concerned about points that effect the DE and will get with Rex on the issues.  Elysa added that all three points will require special discussion and may need separate meetings to address them

5. HAVE Errata.  Elysa explained that even though we completed the PR for the HAVE Errata with no changes noted we need to approve the errata by majority vote before it will be official.
a. Noting there had been no comments received, the TC agreed the errata should be approved.
b. Rich made and Rex seconded a motion to approve the HAVE Errata, all agreed.

c. Elysa will notify TC administrator that this vote has occurred.

6. RM Errata.  As with the HAVE work, even though we completed the PR for the RM Errata with no changes noted we need to approve the errata by majority vote before it will be official.

a. Noting there had been no comments received, the TC agreed the errata should be approved.

b. Tim made and Rian seconded a motion to approve the RM Errata, all agreed.

c. Elysa will notify TC administrator that this vote has occurred

7. Elysa announced and thanked Werner for updating our public page information and posting it to the list for review.  This information was woefully out of date.  The suggested changes were sent to the list and posted it in the contribution folder in the TC documents 12/14.  
a. Rob and Don seconded a motion to accept Werners changes and post these on the TC public page

b. Elysa asked for any discussion noting that Werner had one question about how far back we should go in the announcements.  The current proposed changes go back 3-4 months.  Discussion followed, consensus that we should probably reference work for the past year since we often have work products that are under development for a year or better.  We should take care to not have multiple links to work and be sure to have references to Specifications that are not posted on the OASIS home page as Standards, e.g., IPAWS profile. 
c. The vote was taken with all approving the motion.  Elysa again thanked Werner for taking care of this for the TC.

8. The RIM SC has made some changes to the Welcome to the RIM document and would like the TC to accept these changes.  The links were posted by Rex to the list 12/17 with a request for the TC to advance.  

a. Rex made and Werner seconded a motion to approve the changes recommended by the SC.

b. Jeff Waters briefly reviewed the changes to one paragraph and to add the version into the title.
c. The vote was taken with all approving the motion.

9. Elysa stated that we had accomplished our stated agenda and asked if there is any other business to bring before the TC.

a. Rex asked if we could review the dates for the face-to-face meeting.  He said that we need at least ½ day for the EDXL-DE but recommended that we have 2-3 full days for the SitRep work.  Bill has requested a day during the 2/2-2/4 conference but was not aware of further needs.  Meeting outside that time would require working directly with the hotel.  There will be a SitRep meeting directly after this call where Elysa asked if they could work out a specific request.  

b. Tim Gilmore asked about the specific name on the IPAWS profile and location where he can point to it in the NIMS-SC documentation.  Werner noted that it would be in the new TC homepage updates.
c. Bill noted that some of the phone bridges will need to be re-established.  The one for this TC call is perpetual but the others that are handled through FEMA will need to be coordinated with Colleen Apt.  Elysa will extend bi-weekly TC meetings on the Kavi calendar using this perpetual number that DHS S&T has graciously provided.  She will also provide the contact information for Colleen for co-chairs that need it.

10. Tom made and Tim Grapes seconded a motion to adjourn, all agreed.  Elysa wished everyone a very Merry Christmas and reminded the TC that our next meeting would be Jan 5.  There will be a Msg/Not meeting to follow.
