2. Elysa noted that we do have a quorum.  She also noted the problem with the conference line and was glad to have everyone in attendance.  We need to confirm all of our SC lines.  We will not be able to use the current TC line for the previous IF-SC and post Msg/Not SC meeting.  Elysa will check with Colleen Apt for availability of another number that can be used for the entire period 11-2 so that there is no break.  She will also verify a number for the other SCs except GIS that is provided by OGC.  There is an additional problem with Kavi today in both the calendar and the documents of all the subcommittees.  OASIS is aware of the problem and working to resolve.  

3. CAP 1.2.  
a. The ballot for CAP 1.2 CS has not yet been initiated by OASIS staff.  In discussing our Kavi problems with Mary this morning, we also discussed this status and that we are able to request the ballot for both Committee Specification and for OASIS Standard to run simultaneous.  We agreed on our last call 12/22/09 to request a CS ballot be run.  We can request that a ballot be run at the same time for the TC to vote for CAP 1.2 to go to an OASIS-wide Standard vote.  Both require a special majority vote in the TC.  They can run concurrently with the second being dependent on the first passing.  If this ballot can be completed and the paperwork submitted to OASIS by 1/15/09, the Standard vote can begin on February 1, otherwise it will have to wait another month.
b. Statements of Use.  The Standard vote also requires three statements of use.  Elysa asked what members of OASIS were able to make this statement for CAP 1.2.  She said that Warning Systems, Inc. is prepared to do so.  MyStateUSA, IEM and AtHoc will see if they are able also make such a statement.  This does not require that the company have a deployed system using CAP 1.2 but that they have tested it and that it works.  This statement needs to be posted to the EM-TC list so that the links can be included in the submission for Standard vote.  With these possibilities and the mention from Gary that there are only two tags that change, Elysa asked if anyone was against going ahead with the vote to request the ballot.  No one was opposed.  Elysa will post the WSI statement of use to the list soon with the expectation that at least two other companies will do so before the ballot is complete.
c. Rex made and Doug seconded a motion to request OASIS staff to run the TC ballot for CAP 1.2 to be an OASIS Standard.  All agreed. 

4. Meeting notes 12/22/09.  Rex made three minor corrections to the minutes, no others were noted.  Rex made and Don seconded a motion to approve the meeting notes as corrected.  All agreed.
5. Subcommittee Reports.

a. GIS.  Carl noted that now that the template issues have been worked out, he will be putting the “where” GML profile information into that format as approved OASIS Staff.  He anticipates having it ready by the end of January.  This was briefed at the recent OGC meeting and everyone was happy with it.  He also noted that the OGC 7.0 starts in January and will be using CAP 1.2 with the GML profile.  Rex added that indoor location is a hot topic and that a group is meeting to consider the sharing of open floor plans.  This will have many applications in emergency response, and infrastructure.  Dave mentioned sustainable energy as well.  Elysa asked if OBIX was represented.  Carl said yes and that Deborah McPherson is acting as a key bridge.  
b. Infrastructure.  Dave reported that he is continuing to have funding issues and now that Tom Merkle is not available, there is a need for more help.  Dave talked of the necessity to get non-repudiation, rely-to/err-to into the DE.  Elysa noted that there are a number of actions awaiting completion in this SC and is troubled that we need to get the DE follow-on work moving at a steady pace.  There has been much work done, some documented but we need to gather this together and see where we stand at the next IF-SC meeting 1/19.  These SC meetings will be extended to one hour with a goal to make some serious progress on the DE in the next month and hopefully make some accomplishments at the face-to-face in February.  Rex added that there is still a need for cross-country distribution that has not been solved by what he has studied.  He further recommended that the NCOIC folks could possibly get involved.
c. Msg/Not.  Tim reported that the Sit-Rep work is progressing well.  They are deep into the data dictionary now and hoping that the Enterprise Architect tool will help them by having to enter data only once.  Rex and Gary will provide some support in that need.  They will need to coordinate with the DE process soon.  Elysa stated that we will hope to make some progress in the IF-SC 1/19 meeting to determine a coordination point.  Tim also mentioned the work going on with changes to the ICS forms.  He said that most of there were was with content and not format, so these changes should not impact them much but they are staying in touch with it.  Rich supported that notion and will be available to help with that as needed and agreed to stay on the call to follow.

d. RIM.  Rex reported that the RIM is making reasonable good progress.  They are able to use the collaboration tool provided by Don and it has been helpful to keep people to date and able to track what is going on.  Elysa asked about specific goals for this SC.  Rex said he anticipates a draft before June.  She asked if NIEM had been represented and Rex said that Anthony continues to participate.  Elysa acknowledged an article Gary wrote on NIEM IEPDs and recommended its reading for the general TC.

6. Elsya asked if there was any other business.  Rex mentioned that he feels we need to request our TC administrator to do a webinar on the TC process to educate our members about all the details.  He further recommended that it be recorded so we can refer to it as needed.  

7. Rex made and Don seconded a motion to adjourn, all agreed.  Elysa reminded everyone that there will be a Msg/Not meeting to follow.
