2. Elysa noted that we do have a quorum and asked that everyone review the notes from the 1/5/10 meeting.  A spelling correction was made and then Rex made and Rich seconded a motion to approve the meeting notes as corrected.  All agreed. 
3. CAP 1.2.  Elysa reminded everyone of the discussion on the list with respect to CAP 1.2, i.e., some changes from the PR02 were inadvertently omitted when the last draft was approved.  Luckily Jacob caught this and we had not yet done our CS or OS ballot.  We now have the opportunity to vote on the new and corrected documents.
a. Rex made and Gary Timm seconded a motion to accept the corrected version as a Committee Draft.  All agreed less one abstain.  

b. Rex made and Werner seconded a motion to request OASIS begin the ballot for Committee Specification for the Committee Draft.  All agreed less one abstain.

c. Rex made and Werner seconded a motion to ask OASIS Staff to run a TC ballot voting to Advance the Committee Specification to an OASIS-wide Standard vote for ratification.  All agreed less one abstain.
d. Statements of Use.  The Standard vote also requires three statements of use.  Elysa stated that members WSI, IEM and MyStateUSA had made statements of use on the list.  These will be sent along to OASIS staff including links to documents, minutes of this meeting and a request to start the ballots. 

e. Camille asked when the OASIS vote would run, Elysa believes it will start March 1 as it must begin one the first of a month from material submitted on the 15th of the prior month.

4. Subcommittee Reports.

a. Infrastructure.  David reported that the SC has agreed to have bi-weekly meetings beginning today that last for 1 hour just prior to the EM-TC meetings.  The SC is working on straightening out the roster and getting Jeff Waters on board as a co-chair.  David also passed on news about the use of DE in DNDO and the DoDAF for information exchange.  He mentioned the need to get the request for comments on the DE out for input to the SC on moving DE along.  Agenda items for the F2F meeting in Philadelphia were discussed as well as documents that can be of help.  The SC made a goal of having a decision as to DE 1.1 or 2.0 by the end of the first quarter and a goal of having the CD in review by the end of the second quarter.

b. GIS.  Carl was not available but Rex briefed on this focus of in-building location.
c. RIM.  Rex reported that the SC is moving along well with good participation and enthusiasm.  The ValuelistURN tutorial is available for review.  Use cases are being fleshed out

d. Msg/Not.  Tim reported that the Sit-Rep work is progressing well.  Plans are being made to make the best use of time during the F2F in Philadelphia.
5. Elysa asked if there was any other business.  Gary Timm mentioned the EIC meeting being held this week.  Bill agreed to forward the notice to the TC which has call in details.  The meeting is at 2 ET.  Elysa reminded everyone that the face to face meetings of the Msg/Not 1/30-31/2010 and IF 2/1/2010 subcommittees are not vote counted TC meetings but working sessions for those SCs.  Any TC member is welcomed to attend.  During the TCIP conference 2/2-5 there will be an interop demonstration of several OASIS Member companies.  The registration is free if anyone wants to attend.
6. Rex made and Rich seconded a motion to adjourn, all agreed.  Elysa reminded everyone that there will be a Msg/Not Sit/Rep meeting to follow on the number posted.
