Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the November 24, 2009 call were not yet posted.  Approval will be deferred to the next call. 
Discussion Regarding Continuing Work of the TC
Rolly Chambers reported that PRIA has decided not to renew its membership in LegalXML for 2010, so Mark Ladd will no longer be eligible to serve as the TC representative to the Steering Committee after March 8, 2010.
This led to discussion regarding the availability of TC members for leadership positions within the TC and on the Steering Committee.  Discussion also ensued regarding what work the TC members believed still needed to be done on the standard.

It was agreed that the base, technical standard is completed (as a Committee Draft).  The work that needs to be done at this point is to encourage adoption of the standard so that it can become an OASIS standard.
Marc Aronson reported on a survey that he had recently completed of all the Secretaries of State/Notary Public Administrators throughout the US.  The results of his survey indicate that, with rare exceptions, notary administrators are not yet ready to undertake eNotarization projects.  This is due to lack of interest (notaries aren’t asking them to do so), a lack of understanding (of both the technology and legal infrastructure) and a lack of funding.  Marc suggested that the eNotarization technical standard may be at the end of its current life cycle.  We may need to wait for the notary community to catch up with technology capabilities.

Discussion turned to whether the TC should be sunset until such time as there is greater interest in the technical standard.  There was consensus that sunsetting the TC was an appropriate action given the current state of the industry.  Rolly will contact OASIS staff regarding the logistics of such an action and report back to the TC concerning what formal steps need to be undertaken to accomplish this.
