Record of 2nd meeting of OASIS Product Life Cycle Support Technical Committee

held by teleconference on 21 October 2003

1.
Welcome by Chair

The Chairs welcomed members to the second meeting of the TC, which had been called to review progress in establishing the TC, and to offer the opportunity for new resources to begin their probationary membership in accordance with OASIS rules.

2.
Roll call (see attendance record)

The Chairs conducted a roll-call of delegates against the latest roster, noting that TC members had been invited to ensure that all their resources had registered and joined the TC in order to begin qualifying for full membership, and hence for participation in the DEX development subcommittees as soon as they are formed.

Continuing Action 1/6: All members to ensure that all active DEX developers are registered as OASIS members and join the TC by October 21

Ron Kolakowski and Joe Brazy from ManTech also attended the meeting as representatives of a prospective member organisation, which had offered to provide secretariat services to the TC.  The necessary task statement and funding was in place, with the supporting paperwork to be completed.

Apologies for absence had been received from Carl Wilen and Karen Rice.

3.
Administrative actions from the last meeting

Continuing Action 1/1: Chairs to include transfer of IPR from PLCS, inc upon receipt 

The Chairs had requested OASIS to establish the required liaisons (Action 1/2 completed) and it was noted that no additional actions was required.  The links were recorded on the web site.

The Chairs had requested OASIS to seek access to ISO 10303-239 from ISO (Action 1/3 initiated) and a response was awaited from ISO.

The Chairs had enquired whether OASIS could support a CVS server (Action 1/4 initiated), and it had been reported that the work was in the OASIS plan for early 2004, to allow DEXlib to be transitioned to the OASIS environment.  Nigel Shaw noted that SourceForge performance had been improved significantly.

The Chairs had prepared and submitted a committee request to OASIS to establish a liaison to work on the proposed ISO/IEC Guide on product classification (Action 1/5 initiated)

Jerry Smith had explored the opportunities for DISA to host teleconferences (Action 1/12 completed), and the service through DISA will be available from 14 November.
4. 
Report of DEX Coordination Subcommittee

The DEX Coordination Subcommittee had been established under the TC on the website (Action 1/7 completed), and was open for membership.  Several members indicated that they thought they had signed up, but were not visible on the site. [Note subsequent to meeting:  Roster must be refreshed in browser to show recent changes]

Trine Hansen reported on the status of the DEX development in PLCS, inc, noting that the work to address ballot comments on the PLCS modules, and a couple of key retirements, were restricting the availability of modellers to the DEX teams. A coordination session is planned for 22 October, with a further workshop to be held on 10-12 November in Oslo planned to lead to the transition of the DEX developments to OASIS, ahead of the next TC meeting on 13 November.

No work had yet taken place on the development of the DEX 'cookbook', although Tor Arne Irgens reported that a DNV/DLO meeting in Oslo had highlighted a number of issues that would need to be addressed in the document.

Progress report on testing requirements
Nigel Shaw reported that limited progress had been made on the definition of the testing environment for DEX.  An initial list of testing needs and processes had been compiled, as the basis for identifying testing priorities, together with the expected benefits and infrastructure that would be required.

A proposal would be made before the next TC meeting, as the basis for launching a subcommittee responsible for testing activities.

Tor Arne Irgens reported that several TC members would be participating in the NAMSA workshop on International Standards and Standards Organisations on 3-4 November, which would be an excellent opportunity to promote PLCS.

Other business

In response to a query from Nigel Walker on the resourcing for continuing DEX development, it was noted that the inaugural meeting had agreed that the OASIS subcommittee structure would be used, with each DEX to be developed, tested and balloted by a separate subcommittee.  Each new DEX proposal will be submitted to the entire TC for approval and to seek the necessary resources for development.  A standard template for a DEX development subcommittee had been prepared.

The DEXes being developed by PLCS, inc will be subject to the same process, with each completed DEX being received for testing and ballot, after they complete appropriate milestones and documentation on or around 31 October 2003.  

In order to facilitate an orderly transition of the PLCS DEX developments to OASIS, the required subcommittee templates should be prepared in advance of the next meeting, for approval.
