Requirements and Issues Coordination subgroup report.

Specification Editing subgroup report. 

CVS is working and in a few days Diane will provide an ID for the TC to to browse files in progress on that site.  It will be read only,.   any one who needs read/write access should let Diane or John know.  The lastest version of the spec will be uploaded to the TC web site on a bi-weekly basis around the time of the TC conference call.

Implementation subgroup report.

This group is discussing feasability of having some implementation work done at the next face to face.  Diane will send a note to the full TC with some of the assumptions for this, including:  the intent is to exercise the spec, there are no plans to publish results,  it is a work session and not a demo, there are plans to get some work done in advance on scenarios and possibly web based interactions.

Diane will contact the OASIS staff for guidance on holding such sessions especially with regard to IP rights.  Rania Khalaf has agreed to draft initial scenarios for comment by the subgroup and has sent some initial ideas in an email.  Others on the TC may view these in the subgroup archives and are welcome to join the subgroup to participate in developing them.

 Issue 2:  
(Ivana and Kevin: Issue champions)

Yaron: Questions regarding the nature of the resolution.

Champions: Goal of reuse. Two options to resolve issue; one based on using INVOKE and the other using SCOPE. 

Yaron: Urges group not to use the resolution based on INVOKE. Yaron will write his comments to email and distribute to the group.

Yaron: Raises related issue of global PartnerLinks, and their limitation for allowing subprocesses to be more self-contained. 

All: Agreement that this discussion will be continued offline.

Issue 4:  
(Kevin: Issue champion )

Kevin: The resolution for this issue is under development. Goal is to present resolution before December F2F.

Issue 5:  
This issue has been sent to the Use Case subgroup to confirm that it is in scope. Defer discussion on this issue until the Use Case subgroup reports back to the TC. 

Issue 44:  
Diane: This issue was initially closed, but has been reopened because resolution was not specific enough for specification editing group to implement.

Kevin: Do we need a vote to reopen this issue?

Yaron: I believe that reopening issues should be subject to the TC’s vote. 

Diane: Agrees with Yaron. Call for objections to reopen issue. No objections. Issue reopened.

Diane: The concerns with this reopened issue need to be articulated and documented via email. Diane will follow up with Satish to determine who is best to do this. 

Other Business

Diane: Call for any other issues? None. Call for any new business? None other than Diane’s question regarding timing of conference call.

Proposal for new conference call time:
