Comments:

6.1 It would be nice to provide a color spectrum that developers can take advantage of.  These colors 
can be arranged by shade from lightest to darkest.  It might be worthwhile to provide more than one 
color spectrum.  For example: a theme may use 2 or 3 basic colors.  Each color can be represented by a spectrum of x number of shades.
 

6.2 Since each element may have different color attributes (i.e. "bgcolor" for table cells, "color" for fonts), we need multiple color classes.  Hence background-color, border-color, and color.  Can't the class specify all color atributes?
 

6.3 We should provide some use cases and an explanation of how the use-case may be implemented using CSS. 
 

6.4 Probably won't be included as part of the first PORTLET specification
This issue was resolved in version 1.0 by including background color within section definitions, allowing any colors or combinations and deciding not to make color ranges specific to WSRP specification.
