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OASIS is a not-for-profit, global consortium that drives the development, convergence and adoption of e-business standards. Members themselves set the OASIS technical agenda, using a lightweight, open process expressly designed to promote industry consensus and unite disparate efforts.  The purpose of the OASIS Rights Language TC is to define an industry standard for a digital rights language that supports a wide variety of business models and technology sectors and has an architecture that provides the flexibility to address the needs of the diverse communities that have recognized the need for a rights language.  

The OASIS RLTC is composed of representatives from a broad spectrum of companies that recognize the need for a rights language that will have applicability across a broad spectrum of domains including the content centric fee-for-content marketplace where MPEG 21 continues to provide significant core technology as well as other domains such as healthcare, financial services, enterprise documents, web services and others.

1. A recognized channel of communication to facilitate the exchange of requirements.

2. The exchange of delegates to facilitate sharing of findings on best practices and information concerning the development of profiles and extensions for specific applications.
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
